WE THE PFIOPLES 0F THE UNITED NATIONS

DETERMINED
to save succeeding generations from the scourge of war, whieh twice in our
lifetime lias brought untold sorrow te, mankind, and

to reaffirm, faith in fundamental hum-an rights, in the dignity and Worth of
the human person, in the equal.rights of men and women and of nations
large and smail, and

to establish conditions under whieh justice an~d respect for the obligations
arising fromn treaties and other sources of international law can ha main-
tained, and

to promnote social progress and better standards of 111e in larger freedom,

AND FOR THESE ENDS
to practice tolerance and live together in peace with one another -s~ good
neighbors, and

to unite our strength to maiýntain international peace and security, and

to ensure, by the acceptance of principles and the institution o! methods,
that armed force shaîl not be used, save ini the coxmmon interest, and

to employ international machinery for the promotion of the eonomic and
social advancewient of all peoples,

in the city of San Francisco, who have exhibited their full powers found to ha
in good and due form, have agreed Vo the present Charter of the United Nations
a*nd do hereby establish an international organization to be known as the
UYnited Nations.

CHAmTE I:

PURPOSES AND PRINCIPLES

Article 1

The Purposes of the United Nations are:.
I. To maintain international peace and security, and to tbat epd: to tacS

effective collective mneasures for the prevention and removal of threats Vo the
peace, and for the suppression of acte of aggression or other breaches o! the
peace, and to bring about by peaceful nieans, and in conforxnity with the>
principles of justice and international Iaw, adjustment or settlement o! inter-
national disputes or situations which inight lead Vo a breach o! the peace;

2. To develop friendly relations amoug nations b>ased on respect for th
principle o! equal riglits andi self -determînation o! peoples, and Vo take othe
appropriate measures to strengthen universal pesos;-
