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ARTICLE I

The objective of this Agreement, as elaborated more spccifically in its
provisions, is to establish a framework of balancer! rights and obligations and agreed miles for
the conduct of trade and commercial relations between Canada and the Republic of Latvia.

ARICLE H

DEFININ

In "hi Agreement,

'Territory« means:
with respect to Canada, the territory to whiçh its customns laws apply, including

any are»s beyond the terrtorial sea of Canada within which, in accordance -with international
law and its domestic laws, Canada may exercise rights wýith respect to the seabed and subsoil
and their natural resources; and,

with respect to the Republic of Latvia, the temrtoiy to which its customis Iaws
apply, including any are»s beyond the territorial mca of the Republic of Latvia within which, in
accordance with international law and its domestic laws, Latvia may exercise rights vWth
respect to the seabed and subsoil and thèir natural resources.

uPersonn of a country means a citizen or permanent resident of the country or a body

corporate constituted iinder the Iaws applicable ini, or principaily carrying on its business
within, the territory of the country.

"'[bird ountry« means any country other than Canada or the Republic of Latvia.

"Transit* means the passage across the territory of a country, with or witbout trâns-shipmet,
warehousing& brealcing bulk, or change in the mode or nîeans of transport, when such passage
is only a portion of a complote journey beginning and terminating beyond the frontier of the
