
CHA&PTE 2
BENEFIS UNDER THE LEGISLATION OF CANADA

ARTICLE 1

Beneflts under the Old AUe Seuril Ac

1. If a person is cligible for an Old Age Security pension or an allowance solely
thmogh the application of the totaizîng provisions of Chapter 1, the competent institution
of Canada shal calculate the amount of the pension or allowancc payable to that person
in conformity with the provisions of the Old Age Securly Act govcniing the payment of a
partial pension or allowancc, exclusively on the basis of the periods of residence in
Canada which may be considcred under that Act.

2. Paragraph 1 sha also apply to a person outside Canada who would be eligible for
a fuil pension in Canada but who has flot resided i Canada for the minimum period
required hy the OldAge Secuity Act for the paymcnt of a pension outside Canada.

3. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement:

(a) an OId Age Sccurity pension shall be paid to a person who is outoide
Canada only if that pcrson's periods of residence, when totalized as
provided i Chapter 1, arc at lcast equal to flhc minirmm pcriod of
residence i Canada requircd by flic Old Age SocurityAct for flic payment
of a pension outside Canada;

(b) an allowancc and a guarantecd income supplement sh" be paid to a
person who is outside Canada only to flic extent pcrmitted, by the OldAge
SecurltvAct.

ARTICLE15

BeetudrteCaaaPninPa

If a person is eligible for a benefit solely through the application of the totalizing
provisions of Chapter 1, flic competent institution of Canada shail calculate flic amnount of
benefit payable to that person i the following manner:

(a) thic carnings-related portion of flic benefit shall be dctermincd in
conformnity with thec provisions of flic Canada Pension Plan, exclusivcly
on the basis of the pensionable carnings under that Plan;

(b) flhe fiat-rate portion of the benefit shall be determined by multiplying:

(i) flic aniount of the fiat-rate portion of the benefit deterjnnd in
conformity with flhc provisions of the Canada Pension Plan
