
111 SERVICES AND INVESTMENT

ARTICLE 12

Services and invesiment

1. Te Parties recognise the increasing importance oftrade in services and
investment i their economies. In their efforts to gradually develop and broaden
their co.-operation, they wilI work tc>gether with the aim of creating the most
favourable conditions for expanding investment between themn andachieving
fiirtber liberalisation and additional mutual opening of markets for trade ini
services, taking into account on-going work umder the auspices of the WTO.

2. Upon request of a Party', the requested Party' shall endeavour to provide
information on an>' of its measures that ma>' have an impact on trade i services
or investment.

3. The Parties shall encourage the relevant bodies i their respective
territories to co-operate with a view to achieving mutual recognition for
licensing and certification of professional service suppliers.

4. The Parties shah jointly review issues related to services and
investment i the Joint Committee and consider the adoption of liberalisation
measures with due regard to Article V of the WTO General Agreement on Trade
in Services and ini the light of developments i multilateral and bilateral
agreements. Such a review shail take place no later than three years after the
entry into force of this Agreement.

5. An>' future negotiation on services and investment between Canada and
the EPTA States shali bc based on the principles of non-discrimination and
transparency.
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
