In case of false
bidding the same recourse as in case of sherif’s sal= may be exercised against the false
bidder in the manner prescribed by general rules.”

section (1) of section 31, and substitute the following:—

against the trustee in the bankruptey or under the authorized assignment, or if it has

18. Page 26, line 33. For section 32 substitute the following :—

“32. (1) Subject to the foregoing provis ons of this Act with respect to the effect
of bankruptey or of an authorized assignment en an execution, attachment or other
process against property, and with respect fo avaidance of certain settlements and
preferences, nothing in this Act shall invalidate, in the case of a bankruptey or an
authorized assignment—

(a) any payment by the bankrupt or assignor to any of his creditors;

(b) any payment or delivery to the bankrupt o~ assignor;

(¢) any conveyance or transfer by the benkrups or assignor for adequate valuable
consideration ;

(d) any contract, dealing, or transaction by or with the bankrupt or assignor for
adequate valuable consideration; ;
provided that both the following conditions are complied with, namely:—

(1) that the payment, delivery, conveyar ce, assignment, transfer, contract,
dealing, or transaction, as the case may be, is in good faith and takes place
before the date of the receiving order or aushorized assignment; and,

(ii) that the person (other than tke debtor) to, by, or with whom the pay-
ment, delivery, conveyance, assignmert, traasfer, contract, dealing or trans-
action was made, executed or entered into. hes not at the time of the payment,
delivery, conveyance, assignment, tramsfer, contract, dealing or transaction,
notice of any available act of bankruptey, committed by the bankrupt or assignor
before that time, :

“2. The expression ‘adequate valuable eonsideration’ in paragraph (¢) of this
section means a consideration of fair and reasonable money value with relation to that
of the property conveyed, assigned or transferred aad in paragraph (d) hereof means
a consideration of fair and reasonable money valie with relation to the known or
reasonably to be anticipated benefitz of the centracs, dealing or transaction.”

19. Page 30, line 14.—Leave out from “ therefor ” to the end of subsection (2) of
section 37, and substitute ‘“ After the expirr of fifteen days from the date of the
mailing of the last of said notices, abstracts and dividend sheets, dividends on all
debts not objected to up to the time of payment shell be paid.”

20. Page 380, line 27.—After “bankrupt” insert “ or makes an authorized assign-
ment.”
