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2. Metric has been a legal system of meas-
urement in Canada for many years.

3. Yes. Canada supports the objectives of the
international standards organization, and is
represented on many of the technical com-
mittees.

The answer to the third part of the ques-
tion is as follows: President de Gaulle, his
wife, and five members of the party were
quartered in a private residence in Montreal.
The remainder of the official party and the
Canadian officials were quartered in the Queen
Elizabeth hotel at government expense.
