I read from the statement of the 
minister wherein he said that present policy 
was under review and he was not stating his 
conclusions as to what the result of the 
review would be. This is a matter for the 
government to decide. I realize there is quite 
a bit of distress in the opposition ranks about 
our policy, but if it will reassure them I can 
tell them that we are pursuing our review 
and will come to a policy which all cabinet 
ministers will support wholeheartedly.

An hon. Member: Or else they won’t be 
there.

REQUEST FOR STATEMENT RESPECTING 

GOVERNMENT PROGRAM

Mr. John Lundrigan (Gander-Twillingaie) :
Mr. Speaker, my question is for the Minister 
of Fisheries. In view of the tremendous un­
certainty regarding the economic feasibility of 
prosecuting the 1969 fishery operation, could 
the minister give some definite indication of 
when and what type of governmental pro­
gram will prevail in this coming 1969 season?

Mr. Speaker: I am wondering whether per­
haps the hon. member is asking for a state­
ment which should be made on motions. This 
is the impression I have.

Mr. Lundrigan: Then perhaps I might ask 
at what definite date we might expect an 
indication of the nature of the government’s 
program to be announced for the coming 
season.

Hon. Jack Davis (Minister of Fisheries):
The answer very briefly is that this matter is 
under active discussion with the representa­
tives of the fishermen and with the companies 
at the present time.

Mr. Lundrigan: A number of hon. members 
have received a tremendous number of in­
quiries from people who plan literally to quit 
the fishing operation altogether. We have heard 
this same answer on a number of occasions. I 
would like a more definite indication.

Mr. James A. McGrath (St. John's East):
Mr. Speaker, my question is a supplementary, 
directed to the Minister of Fisheries. On 
January 21 the minister announced, in reply 
to my question, that he would be announcing 
the policy in this regard within the month. 
Does that still stand, and when can we expect 
an announcement, since January now is just 
about over?

Mr. Davis: Certainly before February 21, 
Mr. Speaker.

TYPE STIMULANTS
