DORCHESTER—ALLEGED DENIAL OF VISITING
PRIVILEGES OF MEMBERS OF BLACK UNITED FRONT—
REQUEST FOR INVESTIGATION

Mr. Robert McCleave (Halifax-East Hants): Mr. Speak-
er, my question is for the Solicitor General but since he
has just left the chamber I will direct it to his parliamen-
tary secretary. Has the minister or his department investi-
gated allegations that visiting rights were denied to mem-
bers of the Black United Front but were permitted to
white friends of the Black Front who wished to visit
inmates of the federal penitentiary at Dorchester last
weekend and, if so, with what result?

Mr. Douglas A. Hogarth (Parliamentary Secretary to
Solicitor General): Mr. Speaker, I shall take that question
as notice.

AGRICULTURE

FARM CREDIT CORPORATION FORECLOSURES—
POSSIBLE ASSISTANCE UNDER SMALL FARMS
DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM

Mr. Don Mazankowski (Vegreville): Mr. Speaker, I wish
to direct a question to the Minister of Agriculture. It arises
out of the relatively large number of foreclosures being
undertaken by the Farm Credit Corporation in the prov-
ince of Alberta. Could he advise the House if any assist-
ance will be provided to those individuals who are affect-
ed, and face the prospect of being forced off their land,
under the provisions of the new development program
being undertaken by the Department of Agriculture in
co-operation with the provincial departments of
agriculture?

Hon. H. A. Olson (Minister of Agriculture): Mr. Speaker,
we do not envisage any assistance of that nature under
the Small Farms Development Program, but I can advise
you that there are no foreclosures being proceeded with
unless the arrears were outstanding for at least four
years, and in many cases these accounts have been in
arrears for many more years than that.

Mr. Mazankowski: On a point of order, Mr. Speaker, in
order that the minister may not mislead the House I
would like to advise that in answers to questions on the
order paper the minister has indicated to the House that

there are indeed some 85 foreclosures being commenced
in the province of Alberta. I would like that to be clearly
placed on the record.

Mr. Olson: Mr. Speaker, that does not change the validi-
ty of my reply.

Mr. Speaker: Orders of the day.

Mr. Lundrigan: On a question of privilege, Mr. Speaker,
a few days ago there was an agreement consummated
between Norway and Canada which has caused a lot of
concern in the Atlantic provinces. At the present time
there are negotiations going on between Denmark and
Canada, between Spain and Canada, between Portugal
and Canada, between France and Canada, and between
the United Kingdom and Canada, and all these agree-
ments are being made without any reference to the Parlia-
ment of Canada. I feel, and I think many hon. members
feel that this is by-passing Parliament and is not giving an
opportunity to Canadian parliamentarians to pass judg-
ment. In Norway the agreement had to be ratified by the
parliament of that country. I feel that if the Canadian
government is going to continue in this way there will
have to be a tremendous amount of opposition mounted
from this side of the House.
