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Mr. Speaker: Therefore I declare the motion lost.

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Finance) moved that Bill
C-7, to provide supplementary borrowing authority for the
fiscal year 1978-79 and to amend the Financial Administra-
tion Act, as reported (with amendments) from the Standing
Committee on Finance, Trade and Economic Affairs, be con-
curred in.

Mr. Speaker: Is it the pleasure of the House to adopt the
said motion?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
Some hon. Members: No.

Mr. Speaker: All those in favour of the motion will please
say yea.

Some hon. Members: Yea.
Mr. Speaker: All those opposed will please say nay.
Some hon. Members: Nay.

Mr. Speaker: In my opinion the yeas have it.
And more than five members having risen:

Mr. Speaker: Is the House agreed that we should proceed to
the vote without a further calling of the members?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.

The House divided on the motion (Mr. Chrétien) which was
agreed to on the following division:

Mr. Chrétien moved that the bill be read the third time and

do pass.
