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Mr. Mazankowski: As The Financial Post of July 31 said,
there has been no case made for metric, and I second that
motion.

Let us look at another issue, that of Canagrex. If you look at
where the support and the lack of support lies in this particular
measure you will find that most farm organizations in western
Canada, individuals and groups, are opposed to the concept of
Canagrex because they believe it could very well become the
Petro-Canada of agriculture. They call it an Ottawa food grab,
and they contend that the powers to be granted are so sweep-
ing it could become another Petro-Canada; all-pervasive and
unstoppable. Lubor Zinc calls it “Agriculture Can”; Lubor
Zinc calls it “food for the bureaucrats™. It is rather strange
that in the communist countries where this kind of philosophy
is rampant, they cannot feed themselves; and we are heading in
that direction. That is what is startling westerners. We do not
want to see our food industry taken over by the bureaucrats
and by government.

What about the western development fund? That cynical
vanishing fund started out at $4 billion in 1980. Today some
$200 million has been pledged. Mr. Olson from the other place
was in Edmonton a couple of days ago and he said, “Well, we
have only got $200 million committed, but three more budgets
and three more years and we will have the $4 billion.” So
much for that.

At the same time we have bailouts in some regions and
enterprises that have failed in other regions. We have seen a
new chapter emerged after the June 28 budget. This past
month we have witnessed another phase of this government’s
unfair and manipulative tactics, and many of us in this House
recognize that the central focus of this government’s economic
development policy is for it to become deeply involved in the
Canadian enterprise system, either directly through Crown
corporations, or indirectly, and perhaps even more potently,
through leverage, through manipulation, through sticks and
carrots, through grants and subsidies, loan guarantees, letters
of comfort and blatant political patronage in some cases. They
have developed a philosophy of deciding who gets and who
does not, who will be the loser and who will be the winner.
When we are considering some of these examples, which
smack of favouritism, political patronage and sweetheart deals,
we have to look no further than the example of the Minister of
Industry, Trade and Commerce (Mr. Gray)—Mr. Amazing
Gray—
