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Perhaps my hon. friend wishes rto discusa
the question and illuminate tihe House on
the subject.

The inquiry waa e.llowed to stand.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-The Under Sec-
retaiy of State for External A.ffairs informes
me that the inatter la not yet sufficiently
developed te permit of any specific reply
being given.

Hon. Mr. CASGRAIN-Invitationa have
been sent. I have received one myseif from
the. United States. ' I think the bon. mem-
ber beside me <Hon. Mr. Dandurand) la
president of some kind uf a cozumitte.

Hon. MT. LOUGHEED-But my bon.
triend asks whether the government, as a
government, bas received such invita-
tien. I have te answer him in the negative.
The govern *ment bas not received sny in-
vitation from the United States government
te take part in such -a celebration.

applicants.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-Last session thia
address was transmitted to the Secretarv of
State, but no return bas yet beeu made. I
shall follow it up snd try ana get the re-
turn as Laon as possible.
