REGULATIONS GOVERNING VETERINARY SUPERVISION OF LIVE STOCK
AND POULTRY.

The College Veterinariam will issue written orders concerning matters
of health to the Head of the Department goncerned. It will be the
responsibility of the Head of the Department to see that they are
esrried out or to furnish the Veterinarian with such assistance as

will enable him %o carry them out.

The movements of animals that may affect the health situation shall

be made with the approval of the College Veterinariane.

(a) Isolation quarters shall be provided for sick animals and for the
housing of mewly aecguired gstocks

(b) NWew stook shall be kept in quarantine at the College until
releagsed by a veterinary inspector.
The Live Stock and Poultry Depariments shall keep records of
their observations of disease symptoms in places gonvéenient for
reference by the Veterinaria m in his visits» The Veterinarian
shall keep technicsal records of his diagnosis and treatments and
shall furnish copies of sucgh records to the heads of the Depart-
men ¥8 concerneds
Individuals used for experimental work of any description must
have a memorandum concerning the nature of the gxperiment

attached to their records.

The movement of sny animal from the College to amother farm %o

be later returned to the College, and the use of College animals
for breeding purposes outside of ihm our jurisdiction shall be

under the supervision of the Veterinarians
