In

rowing down the boats were difcover'd by

the enemy; but theyexpedting fome boats

down with provifions, under cover of the

night, let us pafs without examination.

At Four we landed the troops about two

miles from Quebec, with imall loft, non^

but the enemy's centinels being there.
