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deration shall be put in the order in which they

are proposed.

XXIX.—That the mode of appointing a special com-

mittee, consisting of more than five members,

shall be, first, to determine the number of which

it shall consist, then, each member shall write on

a slip of paper the names of as many members
as are to form such committee, and deliver the

same to the Clerk, who shall thereupon examine

the said lists, and report to the Speaker, for the

information of the house, who have most voices

in their favor; and if any difficulty should arise

by two or more having an equal number of

voices, the sense of the house shall be taken as

to the preference.

YEAS AND NAYS.

XXX.—That the Yeas and Nays shall be taken and

entered on the minutes at the request of any one

member.

MOTIONS AND dUESTIONS.

XXXI.—That one day's notice shall be given of all

motions for introducing new matter, other than

matters of privilege and bringing up petitions.

XXXII.—That a motion to adjourn shall always be

in order.

XXXIIT -That after a motion is read by the Speak-

er, it shall be deemed to be in the possession of
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
