Fielding’s Tribute.

No Obstacle to Peace.

In the meantime the supreme war
council is rapidly bringing togéthera
permanent armistice which will last
until peace is concluded. This is being
first framed by ‘he military mnaval
and economic experts and then will
finally be pavsed on by the supreme
war council before Marshal Foch
presents it.

It is
understood the agreement concerning
the dismantling of the fortifications
of Heligoland and of the Kiel
Canal will have some reservations
from American quarters, s0 as
not to estalfish a precedent for
ihe non-fortification of canals and
waterways wholly within American
mational boundaries, such ‘as Hell
Gate, the Cape Cod canal and the
system of canals running parallel with
the Atlantic coast line. The Panama
canal has not come up during. the
discussions, but suitable reservations
will be made.so that no precedent is
established that will be applicable to
this waterway, The dismantling of
Helgoland reservations will, it is be-
lieved, have in view the establish-
ment of precedefit against the forti-
fication of islands lying along the
American coast, which are regarded
as part of the coast defences.

All
the . batierieg. and observation posts
are connected by subterranean pass-
ages, -and the roads leading up to
them run along galleries which are
shell-proof.

Guns Have Immense Range,

N FOOD PICE

British Controller May Free Some
Articles From Control and
Trust to Competition.

London, Febh. 18.—Geo. H. Roberts,
the food controller, in the course of a
statement today on the food situation,
said: .

“During the last threé months, from
November 1, 1918, to February 1, 1919,
prices declined slightly in this country.
The decline certainly 1{s continuing,
and it may safely be anticipated that

the next month will show an appre-
ciable fall in food prices ag a whole.
1t is recognized that %the systéem of
controlled pricés-based upon costs, tho
it was the best and, indeed, the only
plan for the prevention of profiteering
in the past time of secarcity, is by no
means of the same value in time of
abundance, and may not in some cases
secure distribution of food to the pub-
lic as would be secured by free com-
petition.—

“When circumstances permit, the
| eontrollier is prepared to free articles
of food from control and to trust to
competition instead of to costs to ree
| duce the expeénseé of distribution to thé
| lowest possible point. He has already

Germany at will.

Expéct Early Peace,

Herr - Erzberger thén dsmanded
whether -the short indeterminate con-
tinuation 6f the armistice might lead
to an early peace, to wh'ch Marshal
Foeh replied, “I think so; I astume
80.”

The minister said the difficulties had
“been gréater because the negotiations
had become - sharpér and more acute
recently, and a iong discussion demon-
strated that nothing more would be
changed. The minister assured the
assembly:

“l have confidence that Marshal
Foch’s given word will be kept.”

Herr Erzberger sald hé had achieved
almost no results in his efforts to
have German priséners released, be-
yond a promise by Frdnce and Eng-
land to send back 2,000 badly weunded
men éach. Heé then read the German
note, which he presented to Marshal
Foch, as the armistice terms  were
signed.

“The world knows,” he concludea,
“that we do not want a new war and
cannot conduct one. . The world will
condemn the entente for its severity.”

President Ferhenbach then an-
nounced that the ministers and dele-
gations intended to withhold their
declarations until Wednesday and
suggested that the house adjourn im-

DOMINION URGES
TO UTILIZE HOUSING LOANS

PROVINCES

Points Out That One of Schieme’s Objects Was To
: Stimq_laté Building Duting’i’Critic’a_l Period.

Ottawa, Feb. 18.—In view of the
fact ‘that the Dominion loan for hous-
ing purpﬂses,\v;u instituted having as
one of its objects to stimulate build-
ing oPerations during the  transition
period from war to peace and to pro-
vide employment and housing accom-
modation for returned soldiers, the
Dominion government is anxious
that the provinces take advantage of
the loan'as early as possible during
the present year. =

This is pointed out in a general
statement isswed by Hon. N. W.
Rowell, chairman. of the cabinet com-
mitte¢ on housing, ﬁ:@’h{ch accompanies
a memorandum sent 'to each of the
provineial governments outlining the
conditions upon which the $25,000,000
appropriation may ‘be participated in,
and making certain suggestions as to
the development of the scheme in so
far as the provinces - themselves are
concerned. The c¢onditions and generai
principles incorparated in the memor-
andum have already béen-submitted %
the .provineial governments, and all
suggestions which have been made in
their behalf have _been fully con-
sidered and generally adopted.

The Ontario governmeunt has al-
ready submitted s housing scheme to
the federal goveftyment; which has
been approved. British Columbia has
also notified the federal = government
that it desires to take advantage of
the loan. It is undersiood that Que-
bec, New Brunswick and Manitoba
have the mattér under consideration
at the present time.

" Object of Goévernment.

The object of the government in
making provigion for - the loans, the
memorandum points out, is as follows:

To promote the eérection of dwelling
housés of modern characfer; to re-
lieve congestion of population in_cities
and towns; to put within the reach
of all- working - men, -particularly -re-
turned soldiers, the opportunity of
acquiring .their own homes at actual
cést of the butlding and land ac-
quired at ‘a fair value, thus eliminat-

ing ‘the profits of the speculators to
contribute to the general health and
weil-being of thé community by en-
couraging suifable town-pinning and
housing schemes.

The government in lending the
money to the provinces provides that
four conditions be met.

Four Conditions. ;

(1) Bach ‘province must prépare
and submit to the feddral govern-
ment for approval a general housirg
scheme. Among other tkings, this
should include a schedule of mini-
mum. standards in regard to group-
ing of houses, provigion of open
spaces, sizes and types of houses and
rooms, provisions of light, ventilating,
heating, lighting, materials, ete.

(2) The cost of dwellings 1s get ac-
cording to type, size and construction,
and each province will fix its own
maximum, altho the provinecial maxi-

um mist not exceed the maximum
amounts fixed by the federal govern-
ment. For detached or semi-detached
dwellings of four or flve rooms, exclu-
sive of bath room or summer kitchen,
the federal government sets the maxi-
mum at $3,000 and for six or seven
rooms a maximum of $3,600. For de-
tached, semi-detached, groups of three
or four duplex dwellings of more ¢ost-
ly ¢onstruction the maximum amounts
are set at $4,000 and $4,5600.

(3) The money may be advanced
for building houses on sites owned by
the provincial government ar muni-
cipalities, Housings erected, or com-
prising groups of citizens associated
together to promote good housing: or
owners of lots for thé purpose of
erecting houses for their own accu-
pancy. o i

(4) The federal loan will be repay-
able by the province over a period of
twenty years.at five per cent. interest,
but provided-that in order to en-
courage the erection ol -more durable
buildings, and to bring-the financial
terms within reach of a large number
of workers, the period may be extend-
ed to thirty years.

- --Albanians Claim Property. +e

A ‘meiuorandum oh the claims ' of
Albania has been presented to the
conference. The Albanians asked the
conference to acknowledge their
rights which, it is said, were saeris
ficed in Berlin in 1878, and in London
in J913, :

It is recalled that the Albanians re~
volted ,at the beginning of .the war |
against a government under. canfrol:l
of the central powers, and that the
Albanians pérmitted ~ the retiring
Serbian army to fedch the Adriatic in
19185, ; ‘ it

The Albanians claim all teérritory
given to Montenégro, Serbia and
Greece: after the Londoén conference
of 1918, and assért that most of the
péople inhabiting these territories are
Albanians. Reparation for damage
done in Albania by the Greéeks, and
by the armies of the central powers
also is asked by the Albanian govern-
ment.

No Exceptional Procedure,

The Italian delegation to the peace
con‘erence, according to an - official
note, has informed the secretary of
the conference that it cannot &aécept
the proposal for the arbitration of
Italian and Jugo-8lav claims in Dal-
matia, as urged by the Jugo-8lavs.

The Italian pléenipotentiaries in their
letter to the secretary, explained that
all territorial claims are being sub-
mitted to the peace conférence, and
they do not believe that recourse
should be had to any exceptional pro-
cedure,
