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AMERICAN DRY ADVOCATES
"KILL THE BEER AMENDMENT

Prohibition Forces Take Full Control -of ,,Hoﬁse-,--O‘;;pon-
ents Voted Down Without Ceremony---Excited

Occupants of Gallgry

Break Into Applause.

Washington, July 14.—Prohibition
forces took full control in the house
today, refused to permit a vote on a
straight-out motion to repeal the war-
time act, defeated overwhelmingly an
amendment providing for  the sale of
two and three-guarters per cent. beer
and stood solidly against all attacks
on the general enforcement measure.

Just as fast as one “liberal” amend-
ment was offered by - opponents of
prohibition, it was vyoted down with-
out ceremony, always by a triptevote,
for ‘the minority fighting every inch
of ground, demanded a division after
the ayes and nays were called, and
then asked, for tellers. Before the
house gof thru with the first secfion
of the first part of the /three-part bill
there was more disorder on the floor
than at anyi/time this session.

Want Intoxicants Defined.

The disturbance arose first during
an attempt by Representative Blan-
ton, Democrat, Texas, to speak a sec-

‘\gnd time against an amendment which

would have given a jury the right to
define intoxicants, and was increased
during an address by Representative
Gallivan, Democrat, Massachusetis,
who declared members votin dry
should print in the congressional
record exactly ho®" much liguor they
bhad stored in their homes and offices.
The real battle of the day, how-
ever, was over the amendment to de-
fine an intoxicant as a beverage con-
taining more than two and three-
quarters per cent. alcohol, instead of
thore ‘than one-half of one per cent.,
as written in the bill, The amend-
mc‘nt. after a heated debate, was de-
fedted by a record vote of 151 to 90—
this was about the relative decision
on all amendments. Another amend-
ment . by Representative Igoe, Demo-
crat, Missouri, which would have
stricken out all definition of intoxi-
cants, was alsq defeated 128 to 83.
House Roars Disapproval.
There was the utmost confusion at
times, despite vigorous whacks with

the gavel, and some of ‘the prohibi-
tion leaders applauded every move in
their favor. The es, * filled
largely with women and officers of
anti-liquor organizations, broke into
applause when the house roared its
disapproval of two and three-quarters
per cent, beer,

There were many _references ¢o0
President Wilson .during the debate,
and several speakers read that sec-
tion of his message recommending”
repeal of the war time law so far "as
it related to the manufacture and
sale of ;light wines and beer. The
feeling between the factions got sO
bitter at times that the usual cour=
tesy of permitting a member fo revise
and extend his remarks was denied.

The chair was unable at times durs}
ing the speech of Mr, Gallivan to pre-
serve a semblance of-order, and the
galleries joined in the uproar. Stand-~
ing in the centre of the aisle, the
Massachusetts member waved his
arms like a baseball pitcher warming
up for a game, and shouted:

COL J. A. AMYOT

comes Deputy Minister of -
Health for Canada.

Ottawa, July 14 —Lieut.-Col. John A.
Amyot, M.B,, C.M.G., of Toronto, a
returned soldier, has been appointed
deputy minister of the new depart-
ment of hnlth._ the establishment of
which was at zed in a bill passed
by the house¥f commons at the ses-
sion just closed. Col. Amyot will com-
mence his duties in Ottawa in about
two weeks’' time. ’

Col. Amyot is professor of hygienelof
the University of Toronto, and . direc-
tor of the laboratory of the provincial
health* board, and has had wide ex-
perience in public health work.

He went overseas in May, 1915, with
number four Canadian general hospi-
tal, University of Toronto, and on ar-
rival ia England, owing to his well-
known experience in sanitation, he
was sent to France to take command
of the sanitary section of the first
Canadian division in June, 1915. After
some months there he was placed in
charge of the sanitary organization
of that Canadian corps and was, some
months later, asked for by the head-
quarters - authorities of the w®econd
British army, where he was appointed
A.D.M.S. sanitation in September,
1916, taking charge of the sanitation,
of the area occupied hy that army’
which extended from the North Sea to
well below the Ypres salient apd
Armentieres.

He wae mentioned in despatches
December 31, 1917, and awarded the
C.G.M. January 1, 1918. For the last
| period of his overseas services he was
coasultant in sanitation to the Can-
adian forces in England.
