storehouse. The damage is estimated
at $6000, with $1600 on bullding.

The smoke was terrific, and the fire-
men had to work for all they .were
worth. Chief Thompson, who was one
of the first to arrive, gave the men
great praise for their performance.-

The flames were first noticed about
9 p.m. and 2 alarms were sent in, one
from Sydenham and Ontario-streets,
and one from Queen and “Sherbourne.
The fire had gripped an open shed, i
which were stored packing cases, etc.,
and these burned like tinder and gave
a smoke so dense that it was difficult
to withstand it even in the lanes and
vards. In. the storehouse, on the. se-
cond floor, is a lot of heavy machin-
ery. The floor sagged a foot, ang the
firemen were in peril of the ﬁoor eol-
lapsing.

At midnight the fire was out. The
contents of storehouse were mostly
packing cases and empty bottles.
