Patrick W. Ryan was married to
the plaintiff in 1894, and in 1897 he and
his wife went to live on a farm near
Waterville, Que., which his father had
bought for him.

at the time of his death. Having died
without making a will, his widow by the
Quebece law would not be entitled to rank
upon his estate, whereas if he could be
said to have died domiciled in Ontario,
his widow would be entitled to half of
his estate, which amounted to a consider
able sum.
