NOTED PRIEST DEPOSED.

Must Stand Trial Before Civil Courts
For Contemptuous Writing.

St.  Petersburg, Jan. 27—Father
Gregory Petroff, the most noted priest
in the Russian Church, next to Father
John of Kronstadt, was deprived of
the ecclesiastical rank at the session
of the Holy Synod on Saturday, and
handed over to the civil authorities for
judgment before a civil court.
An alleged contumely to the church
and state was contained in a letter
which he addressed to Archbishop
Antonius, metropolitan of St. Peters-
burg, and which was widely circulat-
ed in Europe and America. Father
Petrofi’s career as a pulpit orator was
one of the most brilliant. He exercis-
ed sway over all classes, multitudes
thronging to hear him.
At one time he was a great favor-
ite at court, and frequently led the
family worship of the Emperor. Since
the beginning of the revolutionary
movement he has fallen into disfavor
on account of his liberal political
views, and has been kept under sur-
veillance. Finally, on Jan. 24, 1907,
he was condemned by the Holy 8y-
nod to three months’ internment in
a monastery on account of the Chris-
tinn-Socialistic doctrines advocated in
his paper, God’s Truth. On March 1,
however, he was elected by the Con-
stitutional Democrats to the second
Douma.
