'So far nothing had. bgen done to-
wards relieving distress except to talk.
There was talk of ;deportation and
the city counpil talked about a cen-
tral labor buréau. The Ministerial As-
sociation talked about the holiday
jaunts of some of the members. The
churches were doing lrttle to assist
except that some of them were carry-
ing on a sacred variety- service they
called the service of God, - = °

In the city there were about 2000
people able to work but who would
not do s0 unless they were in danger
of freezing. There: were also the in-
icompetent poor who -didn’t know how
to manage ‘or save money and were
in a state of chropdc distress.

There were also the ‘deserving poor,
who weré able and willing to work
and who had helped “to produce the
enormous’ wealth of (anada and the
empire. If they had nbt received their
share of reward it would be simple
Justice,” not charity, for the city to
pay the debt. But to create fictitious
work would be to rob the working peo-
ple who would have to pay higher
taxes. The city, however, had work
that could be done ‘to the mutual ad-
