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TORONTO NEEDS A CHARTER,

It is time that Toronto applied for a
special municipal charter. Toronto if
hadly in need of a Iarger measure of
home rule, The Private Bills Com-
mittee is a body that is little qualified
to pass judgment on the necessities of
this city.. The members of that com-
mittee are not directly fnterested in the
affairs of Toronto, and when matiers
specially affecting the people of this
city are brought before them they
cannot appreciate our needs or our
arguments. = Yesterday 'the 'application
of the city for a meritorious reform in
the method of holding the municipal
election was ruthlessly thrown aside
by the committee, This’ application
was for power to hold the elections on

Monday in January, as law exists
at present. It will be remembered that
& plebiscite was taken on this question
at the last municipal elections, with the
result that 15,508 electors voted in favor
of holding the clections on New Year's
day, while only 65108 were opposed to
the innovation. Now there are very
substantial reasong why New  Year's
day should be selected as the time for
holding ' the elections.’ The old-time
custom of making calls on New Year's
day has althost entirely disappeared.
There is very little going on during the
day. As a matter of fact New Year's
day has become a dull holiday. The hold-
ing of the elections on this day would
afford the interest and variety that is
required to relieve the monotony of the
holiday. But probably the best argu-
ment of all in favor of the proposed
reform is the fact that the shops, fac-
tories and offices are all closed on New
Year's day. Every ratepayer s at
liberty to go to the polls, a "condition
which does not prevail under the ex-
isting law. We cannot understand why
the proposal did not recommend itself
to the committee. The authority ask-
ed for was limited to the city of To-
ronto alone. If the residents of this
city desire to elect their Mayor and
aldermen ow® New Year's day, why
shouldn’t they ve the privilege of
doing so? The holding of 'these elec-
tions on New Years day would have
a marked effect in stimulating the in-
terest of the people in municipal poli=
tics. The experience of Toronto with
the Private Bills Committee this year
-hag been anything but satisfactory. It
As certainly not in accordance with the
principles of modern government that
the local affairs of any municipality
should be administered by individuals
who haye no personal concern What-
ever in those affairs. The principle of
home rule should apply to the munici-
pality as well as to the province or
state, Toronto should not be com-
pelled to supplicate the Private Bills
Committee for every little reform that
is suggested to the ratepayers from
time to time. The city ought to de-
mand a special charter, which will
secure for the people a reasonable ex-
tension of the home rule principle.

© RETALIATION WORKS WELL.

The policy of retaliation which the
Canadian people have decided to adopt
towards the United States iz ajready
exercising a beneflcent effect. The Am-
erican people haye evidently come to
realize that Canada Is in earnest in
this matter. Since Mr. Cowan intro-
duced his alien labor bill in the House
of Commons The New York Sun has
been trying to explain away the hostile
intentions of the United States towards
this country. The Sun doés not s:e
why ‘Canada should be in such a hurry
to pass retaliatory legislation when, it
is asserted, the immigration bill with
its hostile Corliss amendments was not
accepted by the Senate. The Sun as-
sures us that there is a very remota
chance of the Corliss amendment ever
becoming law in the United States.
The Sun virtually appeals to Canada
not to pass hostile legislation because
they are not going to.

No better evidence than this is neces
sary to assure us that a gefiant policy
on our part is going to e t much bet-
ter results for Canada than the sup-
pliant attitude Wwhich has characteriz-
ed the Liberal Gevernment. The Sun,
however, is ‘much mistaken if it sup-
poses- that Canada will not proceed t7
pass a hostile labor law. While it ‘s
true that the Corliss amendment was
not passed, yet it is true that under
the existing allen labor law Canadian
workingmen are being constantly sent
back from the United States. Canada
should pass a law to offset the Ameri-

Act in every particular. If ne-
cessary, we should go further than
their law. We should hit the Amerl-
cans in such a way that they will per-
celve at once that we intend to ob-
serve the doctrine of an eye for an
eye and a tooth for a tooth,

THE CROW’S NEST RAILWAY,
