There is no occasion tonight to pro-
claim the justice of the cause for
which the allied nations-are contead-
ing. ' Someone has declared that the
cuvsed of the war have ceased to be
of inore than historical interest. On
the contrary, 1 believe them to be in-
vested with such significance that on
the issue of this struggle depends the
destiny not only of our empire, but
of the waorld. The closing days of
July. 1914, were fateful for us, as for
21l our empire. If we had stood aloof
¢nd sanctioned by our. inaction the
devastation and destruction of Bel-
gium, if we had akandoned Franee and
acquiesced in its overthrow we should
have earned the contempt of the whole
world and we should net have escaped
the inevitable .doom to which a power
dominating the world would assuredly
have consigned us,

Thus every oversea dominion gird-
«d on its strength in a struggle which
«t first was unequal because we were
not prepared.. I shall not speak of the
mighty effort of the whols empire
which the fve has never felt until
during the past few months, but I
point with pride and gratitude to the
fact that during a little more than
two years, nearly 40M090 Canadians
have responded to the call of duty,
more than 150,006 bigte  seen service
cat the front and more than 100,000 of
them are now ir the fighting line.

Man Power Estimate.

The government - have ~ determined
that an estiinate shall be made of the

“ I have said, and I repeat, that this
is a war of natigns rather than ar-
mies.

Not ouly for present
purposes is this necessary, but the
work thus undertaken will be of in-
estimable advantage in meeting condi-
tions which will arise immediatsly
ufter the conclusion of peace, and for
which we must now prepare. i2sti-

notable anniversary will perhaps come
while thls war is still being waged,
but even so, we trust that it may be
solemnly and fittingly commemorat-
ed.

to be of gcod cheer.

1t is fhig united and nnconquersble
spirit that I would commend o my
fellow-countrymen if it were my last
word. The cntente of Great Britidn
atid of France his been consecrated
by the blood of their children, shed in
a cause which concerns issunes greater
even than the destiny of these great
nations. Let that entente be crowned
likewise in Canada by our united and
inspiring devotion™ to the same im-
perishable cavse.

. Gallery Interrupters.

Hon. Mr. Patenaude’s interrupters
were young men in the galleries, agd
almost from the start they indulged in
frequent cries,  cat-calls and calf-
calls. He claimed that the recruiting
campaign he and his colleagues had
been conducting in this province for
some months had borne good fruit, a.ml
he sauid it was a realization of this
fact that'was the cause of the disturb-
ance tonight. The minister, address-
ing the press representatives present,
assured them that the persons inter-
rupting him were not expressing the
sentiments of the whole French-Cana-
dian race, nor were they representative
of any considerable portion of the
French-Canadians.

Mr. Bennett ' followed Hon. Mr.
Patenaude and the same noisy element
m the galleries proceeded to spoil his
speech. He managed to say more than
the minister of inland revenue had been
permitted to say, however, and by per-
sisting he succeeded in putting the
question of organization for national
service before the audience. with some
degree to those who wished to hear.
National service means simply duty
and conservation, he said, and he
pointed out that every Canadian must
take his share in the war in some
manner.

The rail-
way companies, taking advantage of the
high-cost-of-living agitation, have made
application to.the Dominion Railway
Commission to permit them to guadruple
their demurrage charges. In my oglnion.
they have two objects in view, Firstly,
they wish to draw a red herring across
the track of the citizens’ agitation for
free expre nd freight delivery within
the entire city limits by diverting the
attention of the ‘public and the railway
commission to another big guestion. Sec-
ondly, they have in view largely-in-
creased earnings. They evidently antici-
pate that their subsidiary companfes (the
express companies) are going,to lose the
privilege of collecting manifest charges,
and the privilege of short haulage of €x-
press parcels, and here see a chance “of
making up for it.

Earl Derby’s Views.

The Earl of Derby said today he

believed it possible that an agree-
ment which would bring the coalition
back to power might be. reached in
regard to the membership of the pro-
posed smaller war council, the diffi-
culty which wrecked the coalition.
“Bpeaking at a public mesting today,
Lord Derby threw further light on the
cause of the political crisis. He said

‘What was required, he said, was a
small committee which could come to
a decision quickly on any question
and make the department concerned
carry out the decisions arrived at, Un-

For this reason, Lord Derby said,
he associated himself with the pro-
posals of Mr, Lloyd George, which pro-
vided that the war committee should
consider all real questions in regard
to the war, constituting, Jn fact, a
wdar cabinet, Its duties would be to
consider carefully evory possible pro-
posal, and, looking forward, anticipate
what the policy should be. Having
zdopted a policy, he said, the com-
mittee would stick to-it and see it
thru.
