IMPROVEMENT AND MAINTENANCE 0F RAIL WAY TRACKS

Question No. 328-Mr. Orlikow:
Have the Canadian Pacific Railway and the Canadian National Railway

increased programe of improvement of standard of track and maintenance of
somne which wilI require more staff, more and better material, such as new,
heavier rail and fastening, and more work equîpment as recommended by the
Railway Transport Committee of the Canadian Transport Commission on April,
1973 and, if so, how much has thia staff been increased?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Transport): Tbe Canadian
Transport Commission advises as follows: Canadian Pacific
Limitcd: Since 1973 CP Rail bas installed over 1,200 miles of
beavier section new rail and fastenings, including 215 miles of
special cbromium alloy rail, togetber witb 200 additional miles
of beavier section rail in tbeir relay rail program. Heavier rail
section, wbetber new or relay, is mainly installed as continuous
welded rail or welded in lengtbs of 78 feet or 72 feet. Approxi-
mately 300,000 larger tie plates bave been installed since 1973
and six-bale joint bars are now being used. Over tbis period,
almost 5,000,000 treated track ties bave been installed along
witb a test section of 1,300 concrete tics in tbe Pacific Region.
Ballasting bas been carricd out on 2,600 miles of track since
1973. In 1973, a track-rccording car was placed into service
and eacb year 26,000 miles of track are tested. During tbis
period, 96 bridges bave been replaced and over $7.5 million
was spent on additional roadway macbines. Tbe actual number
of employees involved is difficult to ascertain, but the follow-
ing bas been developcd as tbe actual man-bours worked during
the period of 1973 to 1975 as follows:

Canadian National Railways: Since 1973 CN Rail bas
installed 2,035 miles of beavier section new rail. Major grade
stabîlization, tic renewal and ballast improvement projects
werc carried out as rcquired in conjunction witb the installa-
tion of beavier rail. During tbe ncxt five years CN Rail
proposes to instaîl approximately 2,000 track miles of new rail,
togetber witb grade stabilization, tic rencwal and ballast
improvement work. In addition, a program for tbe installation
of concrete tics in beavy curve areas on its Transcontinental
main line between Capreol, Ontario, and Vancouver, British
Columbia bas been initiated. Approximately 1,500,000 con-
crete tics, equivalent to over 550 track miles, will be in place
by 198 1. A substantial investment in track maintenance equîp-
ment bas been made in conjunction witb the track renewal
programn. In 1977 an additional $4.5 million in opcrating funds
bas been allocated to field activities to retain a bigb standard
of maintenance tbrougbout tbe system. Tbe actual number of
additional emDlovecs involved is difficult to ascertain, but tbe
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following bas been developed as the actual manpower count of
maintenance of way employcs, excluding management:
