THE BUDGET

DEBATE ON ANNt"IL FINANCIAL STATEMENT 0F
THE MINISTER 0F FINANCE

The bouse resumced from Monday, May 12,
consideration of the motion of Hon. Douglas
Abbott (Minister of Finance) that Mr.
Speaker do now leave the chair for the house
to go into committee of ways and means,
and the amendment thereto of Mr. Mac-
donneli (Muskoka-Ontario), and the amend-
tuent to the amendmient of Mr~. Coldwell.

[Mr. Abbott.]

Mr. J. R. MacNICOL (Davenport): Mr.
Speaker, on several previnus occasions when
speaking to the budget resolutions 1 have
made reference to the western provinces; on
this occasion I arn going to devote my remarks
to that forgotten part of Canada, the mari-
time provinces. I listened with interest to
the speeches already made by varions mari-
time members, and like most other hon.
members outside the maritimes I have been
amazed to hear of the continuied recession in
that part of Canada and the mounting unem-
ployment. On this occasion I amn going to
try to presenit some recommendations which
if carried out 1 believe will reverse the down-
ward trend of the maritimes economy and
the rncreasing maritimes unemployment.

I make no apology for speaking about the
maritime provinces. I was in business a long
time and I have a clear recollection that
during that time we shipped rnany trainloads
of material made in Toronto to the maritime
p.rovinces. Last evening I figured the approxi-
mate number of carloads shipped from the
plant with which I was so long connected to
the maritime provinces. If I average that
mnmber at only 40 cars per year it means
thiat in the 65 years of that plant's existence
-I was with the company for 20 years-more
than 2.000 carloads of boilers and radiators
and heating equipinent were shipped to the
maritime provinces.

I feel I have an interest in anything that
will improve conditions in the maritime
provinces because that means more employ-
ment for the workers in my riding and for
the workers in other ridings in central Canada.
I neyer can bring myseîf to that position
whiere I talk only about my own riding. My
riding depends upon the extent to which
Canada expands, and an improvement in the
maritime provinces henefits nt only my
own rîding but the other ridings in central
Canada.

The recommendations which I arn going
to offer were compiled by myseif during half
a dozen exhaustive survey trips through the
maritime provinces in as many years. The
hast trip was made in September of hast
year when from the time I ieft home to the
time I arrived back I drove my car 2,964
miles. Over haîf of that mileage was spent
in the Squatteck area mentioned previously
by the hion. member for Temiscouata (Mr.
Pouliot) when hie was presenting a petition,
and in connection with watershed probiems
in that area and througliout the maritime
provinces.
