DUTY, $1 A BAG
ON CUBA SUGAR

Regarded as Unlikely to Pass But
is Referred to Committee of

House

Havana, Nov..5—A proposition to im-
pose $1 as the maximum export duty on
each bag of sugar produced in Cuba con-
stitutes the principal provision of a bill
which occupied . the entire attention of
the first working session of the House of
Representatives.

The bill was presented by Congressman
Masferrer. It recited that sugar producing
companies, which are mainly foreign cor-
porations, contributed no taxes to the sup-
port of the government, for which reason
all such not employing’ Cuban tenant
labor, ‘‘colonos,” should be required to
pay $1 a bag export dity, to be grgdua.I-
Iy reduced according to the proportion in
which the companies employed “‘colonos”
to 25 cents a bag. The avowed purpose
of the bill is to increase the Cuban rev-
enues.

The bill also provides for a reduction of
25 per cent in the duty on sugar machin-
ery from the United States, and for a re-
duction of 50 per cent in the duty on
ploughs and other implements of manual
labor. Considerable amusement resulted
when it was discovered that such articles
are now admitted free.

HALLEY’S COMET ACROSS
FACE OF SUN ON MAY 19

. Cambridge, Mass., Nov. 5—Halley’s com-
et will pass across the sun’s face on May
19 next if the calculations made by Fa-
ther G. M. Searle, C. 8. P., received at
the Harvard College observatory yester-
day, prove correct. Father Searle based
his intricate calculations from observar
tions made at Mount Hamilton on Sep-
tember 12, 13 and 14 and at William’s Bay
on September 26 and October 19.
Concluding the table of deductions Fa-
ther Searle saysi— ‘These elements give a
geometric conjunction in longitude of the
comet with the sun on May 18, 681 Green-
wich mean time, ‘the comet’s geometric
longitude being then plus four degrees, b.f
minutes. Though the result, of course,
cannot be accepted as final, it is thought
that there may be a transit.”

The Greenwich time referred to by Fa-
ther Searle is about 2.15 a. m. May 19, or
9.15 p. m. May 18 eastern standard time.
