Rapid Progress at Military Sum-
mer School in Halifax—68 Tak-
ing the Course '

(Halifax Echo.)

Thursday afternoon the teachers attend-!
ing the Military Summer School for Tea-
chers in session here, were fitted for their
uniforms, will be ready by the end of
the week. These, uniforms are to be of
a very dark green cloth, similar in ap-
pearance to the 63rd Regiment’s costume.

been ‘uséd” to’ physical’ work, but | have
been ~accustomed ' to” clenical wérk “only..

of them had come in rather round-should-
ered, but in having the uniforms fitted
he always had the collars tightly- fit-
ting, so that when they straightened up
the suits would not wrinkle and hang
badly.

This drill, besides giving 'the teachers
a thorough knowledge in military matters,
and a lieutenancy in the corps of school
cadet instructors and consequently a spe-
cial grant from the Government, sets them
up physically and some of them need it.
It will give them a better carriage, a
graceful use of their limbs; it will make
them better specimens of manhood, and
it will give them power to enthuse their
pupils—the future citizens of our’ country
—with a liking for the necessary know-
ldege of military and physical drill.
