Washington, Aug. 9—A factor that is
expected to make strongly in favor of the
ratification of the international arbitra-
tion treaties, is the approaching meeting
of the waterways commission, the crea-
tion of which practically blazed the way
for the negotiation of the treaties.

O 1gma“y planned to settle some long
standing issues between Canada and the
United Stdtes regarding water boundaries,
the functions of this commission were so
greatly extended as to constitute it in fact
a permanent' arbitration. bbard with al-
most unlimited powers to adjust disputes
between the two countries.

The committee will meet about Septem-
ber 1 in Washington and it is expected
will have progressed so far in its work
by the date of the assembly of the next
session as to afford a striking and convine-
ing demonstration of the practicibility of
the peaceful adjustment of all disputés by
the commission plan. Much work is al-
ready awaiting the commission. The
question to be presented immediately re-
lntes to improvements in the bt John
river between Maine and New Brunswick.

The imprevement of the Richelieu River
in Canada which is the outlet of Lake
Champlain in the United States to the de-
velopment of Wwater power in the Bt
Lawrence river, between Ontario and New
York, to the improvement of Rainy River
between Ontario and Minnesota, the Lake
of the Woods on the boundary, the Milk
and St. Mary rivers, which rise in the
United States and flow across the border
into Saskatchewan to the- development of-
water power at Niagara Falls and to other
boundary waters.

ALBRY GRASS DEAD
AFTER FALL FROM LOAD

-Promment n Pubhc Llfe ot Sun}

bury County for Many Years—
His Death a Loss to Liberal

Party

Word was received in the city this morn-
ing of the death of Albry Grass, of Rusia-
gornis, Sunbury county, which occurred
quite suddenly yesterday. He was driving
to thé station with a load of hay, when he
was seen to fall, and when he was picked
up was dead with a broken netk. It is
not known whether he succumbed to an
attack of heart failure, or‘'whether the
dislocated neck was responsible for his
death.

Mr. Grass was about seventy years of
age. He was well read, a good talker, and
widely known throughout the province. He
had . travelled considerably, and took a
prominent part in the public life of the
county. He held independent views in
politics, but for the last few years had
been a warm supporter of the Liberal gov-
ernment, and his death will be a distinct
loss to the county. He had sat at the
counicil board as a representative of the
parish of Lincoln for several terms,
was a most valuable member.

The News at Fredericton

Fredericton, N. B., Aug. 9—Ex-Council-
lor . Albry Grass, of Rusiagornish, died
with tragic suddenness at Waasis Station
last night. He had been working in the
hay field with sons, and had seated him-
self on top of a load of hay preparatory
to starting for the barn when with the
sudden gasp he fell to the ground. In a
few minutes life was extinct, Doctors were
quickly summoned and expressed opinion
that heart failure was the cause of death.

Deceased was a native of Waasis and
was seventy years of age. He is survived
by his wife, seven sons and three daugh-
ters. News of his sudden death was a
great shock to his friends in Fredericton.
He was here on Monday and seemed to be
in the best of health. While here he gave
emphatic contradiction to the report that
was given currency by a local paper that
he was not in favor of reciprocity. Mr.
Gurass for nearly t}u'rty years represented
the parish of Lincoln in Sunbury county
Council. He was also postmaster and jus-
tice of the peace, and for a time was claims
;gent on the Atlantic division of the C. P.

He was a strong Liberal, and wielded
considerable political influence. He was a
most intelligent man, bright conversation-
alist and capital story steller.- His homely
philosophy won for him the title of ‘“‘Sage
of Gornish.”

“You cannot run elections on mountain
scenery,”’ was one of his epigrams frequent-
ly quoted.

On one occasion when addressing a poli-
tical meeting composed of his neighbors,
he is credited with having said, “The
Rusiagornish stream filled to overflowing
with suds of salvation and June freshet
coming down the mountain side would
not be water enough to cleanse the Tory
party of its impurities.”

LOCAL SHIPMENTS
AFFECTED BY STRIKE

Not Enough Steamers to Move
Freight Offering at This Port
Notwithstanding Poor Condition
of London Market

With but one tramp steamer in port at
the present time, ocean tonnage is ex-
tremely scarce, caused by poor English
market and largely. by the dock strike on
the ‘other side. . One large shipper said to-
day that the English lumber market was
in a’ deplordble condition occasioned by
some failures recentiy, Freights however
are good, a high rave being paid for time
charters. :

The Artist is the sole tramp steamer in
the harbor and there are cargos for, three
or four steamers in the harbor in scows
awaiting tonnage which ‘apparently is mnot
to ‘be had.

The strike situation on the other side
means that about all the tonnage is there
and ‘cannot be. moved. Should conditions
there improve, matters would be greatly
relieved.

Dockmen Disorderly -

London, Aug. 9—Increasing disorder and
progress townrds peace were the contrary
features of the dock strike today. The
men of dock land who are already feeling
the pineh of deprivation, have adopted
drastic measures to prevent any attempt
by non-unionists or clerical staffs to move
a wheel and collisions with the police were
frequent and sharp.

. At the same . tune, the board of trade
is gradually composing the differences of
employe and employer and some sectional
disputes have now been settled with every
‘prospect that the demands of other sec
tioms will be satisfied before the end of the
week-so that all can return to work. to-
gether,

Meanwhile Tondon was brastically with-
out meats today. Thirty thousand carters
quit work this morning .and. thousands
more planned to join the idle ones before
night. All attempts to move wagons load-
ed with London supplies of meats, frmt
and provisions, were stopped by the strik?
ers; in many instances.only. after a fight
with the police.. 'There has been much
overturning ‘of vans and destruction of
supplies, the women  joining the' men in
preventing a replenishing of the markets
where prices are nearing figures that are
prohibitive for all but well to,do shoppers.

Paris, Aug. 9—John W. Gates, the Am-
erican financier; died at 5.10 this morn-
ing in the arms of his wife and son.

The end was:peaceful and it seemed as
tiough he were falling usleep. - The usual
restoratives failed in the last crisis. Others
present at' the bedside besides the members
of ' the family weré Boetors ‘Gros. and
Reeves, -

_ The death of John/Warne Gates removes

in his prime one of the boidest and mest
auccesalul American financiers’ and a pic-
turesque figure-in: the field of sports. Since
1880 when he organized the Southern Wire
Company, Mr. Gates had-been a man with
whom it ‘was necessuty to reckon in the
particular industrial affairs to which he
had given his attention. In recent years
he found relaxation from business cares in
becoming a promineént patron of the Am-
erican turf.

Mr. Gates began hi& business career as
proprietor of ‘a hardware store at Turner
Junction, Illmons near the ‘farm where
he was born in 1855, His parents were As-
el A. and Mary Gates. At St. Charles,
His, in 1874 he married Dellora R. Baker
who with. their.son.Charles G. Gates, sur-
vive.

- became- interested /in ' barbed wire, first
as a salesman and later as a manufncturer
at - St. Louis. Following the Southern
Wire Company, he organized the Brad-
dock  (Pa). Wire Company, which in 1802
he combined. with ofher wire  concerns
as ‘the. Comsolidated Rteel & Wire Com-
pany. . Six years.later this was sold tb
the Federal Steel Comm

In 1807 he orgauized $he American Stc;l
& Wire Com 8. now a sub-
siamry mx’o}.ﬂ%n A aves)
Steel Corporatign.. Printarily mtmnted in
steel - and later in oil, the financier was
also identified with many large operations
of railway and industrial stocks. . He was
known. as a shrewd speculator .on Wall
street through many ventures, notably the
coup by which' he obtained control of the
Louisville &, Nashville Railroad..

He was a director of the Baltimore &
Ohio railroad, the Western Maryland: rail-
way, the Tennessee ‘Coal, Tron & Railway
company,  the |'American Salt . Company,
the Republic Iron & Steel. Company of
New Jersey and other concerns.

The Wafl street house of Charles G.
Gates'and Company, of which the son was
the osténsible ‘head, did a great business
for some time precedmg the banking trou-
bles of 1807. In common with many other
financiers. Mr. Gates suffered some re-

the market and the firm was dissolved.

The last public appearance of Mr.
Gates ‘was in connection with the Steel
Trust investigation in’ Washington in the
spring when he gave & graphic description
of the formation of the United States
Steel Corporation.

In politics Mr, Gates was a Republican
and ‘was colohel on the staff of Governor
kJohn R. Tanner of Illinois in 1897-1900.
He was a man of great energy, shrewd
and resourceful, a hard fighter and a
good loser, and one whose willingnes te
“take a chance” on any reasonable propo-
sition gave him wide popularity in the
realns of finance and sports. In middle
life he was many times a millionaire and at
the time of his death was fast recouping
the losses of a few years ago.

His iron constitution and courageous
resistence backed by every resource of
medical science, failed to save Mr. Gates.
He had battled for weeks heroically with
a disease of the kidneys and when it
was believed that he was almost sure to
recover he contracted pneumonia,
