The Times, regretting that a “defin-
Ite peace was not imposed swiftly,
sternly and categorically upon defeated
Turkey four years ago,” goes on td
say:—“The lesson is a bitter one. It
Is that failure to take advantage of a
favorable position is the ‘most fatal
blunder in diplomacy as in other
spheres of human activity, and that
the toil and sacrifice of war may be
rendered nugatory by vacillation after
victory. Turkey would have accepted
any terms dictated by a united Eur-
ope in 1919. The dreary round of na-
tions and individuals seeking conces-
sions from Turkey will begin again.
Once more Turkey will play off one
suitor against another flattering the
pride of this one and enticing the greed
of that.”

ViR Lord Byng Holds Up

Canadian Corps As A
Model For Dominion

INSPIRING WORDS MARK ADDRESS AT
RECEPTION BY BYNG BOYS

Visualizes Finest Nation of th; World With Pull
Together Such as Featured Work in War—
Happy Events Mark Second Day in St. John.

“My fondest hope would be to have
Canada just like the Canadian Corps,
and if that could be realized, we would
have the finest nation that ever was
—and I know that you boys will
See me through.....” ;

It was His Excellency. Baron Byng
of Vimy, Governor General of Canada,
who spoke these impressive words
while addressing the members of the
Byng Boys, a civilian club whose mem-
bership consists of ex-service men, at
their bungalow at Pleasant Point.

The Governor arrived this moring
at 11 o'clock, spent a very pleasant
and very informal hour with the mem-
bers, many, of whom served under him
at the famous attack on Vimy Ridge,
and went away highly pleased. Not
only did he honor the club by being
the first to sign a newly opened visit-
ors’ register, but he presented to the
organization a signed copy of his lat-
est photograph, and incidentally told
the members that the club here was
the only one in Canada which “had
authority to use his name.

Baron Byng was accompanied to the
club by Major Hodgson, O. B. E, his
aide, and Colonel Alexander McMillan.
D. S. O. The mémbers were lined up
on the lawn when he arrived and were
all presented to His Excellency by D.
L. McLaren. Immediately upon enter-
ing the club house, he was greeted
with the chorus, “Here’s to Byng of
Vimy,” adapted to the music of an
old time toast chorus, and this was
followed by two more concerted selec-
tions, “We Are The Byng Boys” and
“Adam Was A Byng Boy” both clever
parodies on popular songs.

An Inspiring Address.

After conversing for a few moments
with individual members, His Excel-
lency  responded to an appeal to say
a few words.

“Brother officers,” he said,—*and
when 1 say ‘brother officers’ it means
everything that I possibly can say, and
the affection .I ¢an feel for you—when
1 first went to the Canadian Corps, I
wondered how everything was going
to pan out. A friend of mine said to
me, ‘Well, whatever you do, never pa-
tronize a Canadian, but I quickly as-
sured him that 1 would rather patron-

ize a hornet’s nest.

“] wil] say this, however, that it did

not take long for me to find out how |

everything was going to pan out; it
did not take us very long to under-
stand one another. I knew in 1916 that
there was some feeling between the
divisions in the corps, bit my hope was
to make the!corps into a Canadian
Corps.

“My hope was realized, for in 1917
when you boys stood up on that ridge
(Vimy) I knew then that you were a

ADVISES STOCKING
COAL BINS NOW

Head of Federal Government
Fuel Advisory Committee
Reviews Situation.

(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, Ont., July 10—To lay in
coal now for use next fall and winter
is the midsummer advice of Charles
A. Magrath, head of the Government
afivisory committee on fuel. Anthra-
cite miners in the U. S. are demanding
a twenty per cent. wage increase, and
August will determine whether or not
there is to be a strike. If one occurs,
the market may become panicky, and
the supply will be affected if the
trouble extends over a few weeks. A
hopeful, factor, however, is that the
anthracite production is very heavy,
exceeding two million tons a week.

Nothing is known here of the re-
ported purchases of large quantities of
Mexican coal by Canadian dealers, al-
though quotations. haye been 'received
from fime to time by agents of this
product.
Welsh coal—about twenty thousand
tons a month—is coming in and the
market established for it by last year's
stringency . seems likely to be main-
tained.

The Nova Scotia coal supply Is af-
fected by the latest outbreak of recur-
rent trouble, and if it keeps up will be
below normal, while the rate quoted
by the railways—$9 a ton in summer—
is not low enough to encourage impor-
tation from Alberta. Sir Henry
Thornton is to have a further confer-
ence with the western operators on the
16th instant, at Edmonton.

Mr. Magrath does not forecast any
decrease in the price of anthracite this
year. Possibly there may be an in-
crease, depending upon whether or not
the miners get the new scale they are
after.

Call For Trades
And Labor Council

Ottawa, July 10—P. M. Draper, sec-
retary-treasurer of the Trades and
Labor Council, will today issue the call
to the thirty-ninth annual convention
of the congress which will open in Van-
couver on September 10. The circular
calling on the various organizations o
send their delegates declares that:
“Enemies of progress have continued to
consolidate their forces since the ter-
mination of the great war and by in-
timidation and other ways haxe sought
to underminte labor’s position and sap
its strength. Peaceful picketing has
been assailed by the injunction method;
amendments to the immigration act,
protecting British citizens against ar-
bitrary deportation, have more than
been defeated.”

A QUICK RUN

Winnipeg to Quebec in
About 36 Hours to Catch
Steamship.

Montreal, July 10.—A remarkable
run between Winnipeg and Quebec
was made over the week end by a C.
P. R. special train which covered the
distance in a little more than thirty-
six hours, The regular running time
iz about fifty-two hours. Thirty-seven
passengers and 305 bags of mail from
the Orient to Europe were held up in
the Rockies and stood a gaed chance
of missing the Empress of Scotland
upon which they were due to leave
Quebec. The “Empress” was held,
however, and the entire party em-
barked well before midnight on Sat-
urday.

The special train was made up of
one baggage, one tourist, one stand-
ard sleeper, one dining and three com-
partment cars. The passengers had
arrived at Vancouver on board the
“Empress of Russia,” and were tak-
ing advantage of the Canadian Pacific
21 day Orient to Europe service.

Anthracite Miners Hear Pro-
posals of Operators

Decline Immediate Agree-
ment to Continue Work
After Aug. 81 if New Deal
is Not Perfected by Then.

(Canadian Press.)

Atlantic City N. J., July 10.—The
anthracite mine workers of Pennsyl-
vania yesterday refused to enter into
an immediate understanding with the
coal operators that the production of
coal shall continue uninterruptedly
after August 81, in the event that a
new contract shall not have been nego-
tiated by that time with the under-
standing that agreement subsequently
arrived at shall be retroactive to Sep-
tember 1. The miners contended that
there is ample time to work out an
agreement if each side diligently ap-
plies itself .to the task,

The coal operators paralleled the
announcement of the U. S, Steel Cor-
poration that they would make every
effort to eliminate the 12 hour day
“as soon as practicable and as far as
practicable.” This was one of the de-
mands of the miners.

While the operators did not specifi-
cally, refuse the demands of a wage in-
creas¢ for oontract miners and men
employed by the day, they declared
that the present compensation of the
men was commensurate with the value
of the service rendered and that they
were proud of the present wages be-
cause they were the highest ever paid
the men in the anthracite industry.
Demands To Committee.

The coal companies granted without
argument the demand that when the
anthracite board of conciliation is
deadlocked over a grievance and it had
submitted to the umpire, a decision
must be rendered in thirty days.

All the demands at issue were re-
ferred to a sub-committee of four on
each side which will immediately set
about working out a new wage contract
to replace the present one. In the
meantime, the full committee will re-
main in-recess until called together.

Samuel D. Warriner, . Philadelphia,
president of the Lehigh Coal and Navi-
gation’ Company, spoke for the opera-
tors. Taking up the question of wages
he referred to the declaration of the
miners that wages in many instances
were not commensurate with the labor
$erformed,  Mr; Warriner = declared
that he believed the wages® paid the™
anthracite men ‘were “adequate to meet
present conditions.” They were the
highest ' ever paid in the industry, he
asserted. He pointed out that wages
in all other basic industries fell mater-
ially after the world war and had not
fully recovered. 3

He reminded the men that the oper-
ators had to find the markets to sell
the coal and fix the prices to meet com-
petition so that the mine workers
could receive just wages. In the judg-
ment of the operators, he said, the
wages now paid were the best the in-
dustry could pay. He said that 71 7-10
of the dollar received by the operators
for coal went into the pay envelopes
of the mine workers.

On the twelve-hour day, Mr. Warri-
ner said that the operators were in-
terested in the contention that the idea
of requiring a man to work twelve
hours a day “is not becoming or com-
patible with what we call our Ameri-
can standard.” There had been diffi-
culty in eliminating the long day, he
said, but much progress had been
made. e
demand for_the abolishment of the
twelve hour day,” he said, “and the
view of the fact that the public deems
it out of date, we say frankly that as
far 1s it can be worked out in sub-
committee as soon as practicable and
as far as practicable we will try to de-
vise a plan of reorganization so that
this practice may be eliminated.”

Mr, Warriner said that it would take

some time to study the demands and
for that reason suggested that all mat-
ters be referred to a sub-committee.
He then referred to suffering brought
about by the strikes in the anthracite
field last winter. He declared the pub-
lic must be protected from menace of
another stoppage and proposed that
the convention “here and now resolve
and publicly announce that, if the com-
pletion of negotiations should be de-
| layed beyond September 1, the mines
shall nevertheless be continuously op-
erated, upon the understanding that
the settlement when reached shall be
retroactive to that day.”
t The miners held a caucus on the
| suspension resolution with the result
| that they offered a substitute to the
effect that all maters should be refer-
red to a sub-committee without pre-
judice.
