IMPROVEMENT
FOR DOUGLAS

SIDEWALKS WILL BE
20 FEET-IN WIDTH

Some Interesting Business Trans-
acted at Meeting o;.-‘A(Sltreets
Sewers, Bridges Committee

As a result of a decision reached at
Friday night’s meeting of the streets
committee of the city council there is
an assurance that Douglas street will
shortly possess advantages as a busi-
ness thoroughfare beyond any other in
the city, for it was determined to re-
adjust the width of the cement side-

walks on the section from Humboldt
to Fisguard, making them a uniform
20 feet.

City Engineer Smith presented a
recommendatijon to this effect and the
same was adopted, after a brief de-
bate.

Mayor Morley and a number of the
aldermen opposed the idea, being of
the opinion that 20 feet was too great
a width, but they were in the minority,
and a motion to agree to the recom-
mendation of the engineer carried.

As Douglas street is to be paved with
wood blocks, all the wires placed un-
derground and a row of ornamental
lights placed on either side of the thor-
oughfare on the section mentioned, it
can be seen that with these fine, wide
pavements which will now be added as
a part of the scheme of improvement,
this street will present a very striking
and attractive appearance,

The city engineer recommended that
a steel lining be placed in the creosote
tank at the station at the foot of Tele-
graph street, estimating the cost of the
same at $600. The tank had developed
some leakages, and repairs were neces-
sary at once. There was some debate
as to the best method of effecting the
repairs, but finally the matter was left
in the hands of the engineer, with
power to act.

The application of Herbert W. Lees

to be permitted to moor a boat-house
and landing stage in front of the cause-
way was refused, the members of the
board being agreed that no concessions
whatever should be granted, to private
parties.
' The necessity for extensions. to the
sewerage system caused some discus-
sfon, there being several applications
before the board. It was finally de-
cided that the system should be car-
ried through' Richmond avenue to
Rockland avenue, the owners paying
the ‘cost, getting .a refund out of the
next sewerage loan.

A communication from H. A. Munn,
relating to the city's occupancy of a
small piece of land adjoining thé rail-
way bridge for the ‘temporary foot-
path recently built, was rbferred to the
~eity solicitor for report. A dispute
having arisen respecting the amount
of ‘money which should be paid Mr.
Munn for the use of the property, he
informed the board that it was his in-
tention to take steps to secure the re-
moval of the obstruction.

Miss Beatrice M. Booth, who resides
on Belleville street, between Govern-
ment and Douglas, wrote complaining
of the manner in which the care and
upkeep of the thoroughfare was heing
neglected. In particular di@ she wish
to know why the street could not be
flushed at night, so as to abate the
dust nuisance somewhat. The letter
aroused some discussion, and it was
finally decided to leave the matter in
the hands of the engineer, who was re-
quested to. have the business streets
flushed systematically after nightfall.

The presentation of a voluminous re-
port dn a variety of subjects by the
acting city solicitor caused some of the
aldermen to remark that they feared
the solicitor would be presenting a big
bill for his services to the city some of
these days,

Ald. McKeown reassured these mem-
bers, however, by remarking that Mr.
Mann had stated that he would do all
the work necessary at 25 per cent. be-
low regular legal rates, until such
time as the new solicitor should as-
sume office.

Ald. Sargison raised the question of
the manner in which the streets are
being left by the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company, after having been torn
up by that company to do certain
work.

Ald. Humber remarked that he knew
the company was taking rock off Gar-
bally road and carrying it down to the
gas works.

Ald., Sargison complained of the con-
dition in which the company had left
certain streets in James Bay. He
favored the council compelling- the
company to usé a road roller to effect
necessary repairs. The engineer will
look into the matter.

C. H. Topp, of the firm of Gore &
TacGregor, presented a hill for $175.
fees for attending as witness in the ac-
tion brought by W. Oliphant against
the city. This was referred to the city
cngineer for report.

FISHERIES ARBITRATION.

R, Venning Will Aect in Advisory

Expert stenographers will also be em-
ployed by the American side. R. Ven-
ning, chief clerk of the fisheries branch
of the marine department, who is an
authority on all matters connected
with international fishery treaties and
regulations, will leave on the 20th for
The Hague to act in an advisory ca-
pacity to the Canadian counsel.

MAYOR MORLEY HAS
PREPARED STREET PLAN

Question Will Likely Be Discussed
at Length at Monday Even-
’ ing’s Meeting

(From Saturday's Daily.)

It is likely that the proposed settle-
ment of the Songhees reserve question
will form the leading topic for discus-
sion at Monday evening's meeting of
the city council. The matter was gone
into in an informal way at last even-
ing’s meeting of the streets, sewers and
bridges committee, when Mayor Morley
exhibited a plan for a sub:division of
the reserve which he had had drawn
in the engineer’s office. The members
of the committee discussed the plan at”
some length, but made no réecommeén-
dation respecting it.

Mayor Morley briefly outlined - the
nature .0of the present negotiations
looking to .a settlement of the reserve
question, as the case had been present-
ed to him by Senator Riley. In the
plan, which had been drawn at his |
suggestion, he had mdde provision for
a union depot and trackage accommo-
dation for all railways that might be
seeking an entrance to Victoria, This
depot was shown on the plan at a peint
on- the reserve almost directly across
from Johnson street. Adjacent to the
depot site also were a couple of small
parks, which his worship thought
would be a good feature of the scheme.

Ald, Bishop heartily favored the plan,
which he thought was a good one, but
other members of the committee
thought the matter too important to
be gone about so hastily.

Ald. Mable expressed the opinion that
the city had really little or no jurisdic-
tion over the reserve, therefore it was
a waste of time to lay out plans for a
subdivision.

Ald. Raymond was not prepared to
g0 quite that ‘far, but he was of the
opinion that the plan as drawn wa
faulty in ‘many respects, and he woul
therefore have to withhold approval of
it. :

Despite the fact that this action en
the part of the mayor in getting a
plan of streets drawn was done at the
instance of Senator Riley; despite the
fact that the latter gentleman has
stated in an interview in the Times
that he has had conferences with Pre-
mier -McBride and H. D. Helmcken,
K. C., on the matter, and that both
those gentlemen have heartily concur-
red in the scheme of settlement, .a
morning contemperary’ denies that ‘any
negotiations whatever are In progress.
The Times made an attempt this morn-
ingx to iget - a' ‘statement from Mr.
Helmcken on the mettér, but he said
he regarded the communications which
had been made to him as confidential.

FATALLY INJURED
:IN AUTOMOBILE RACE

Car Plunges Through Fence and
One of Occupants is Pinned
Beneath Wreckage

Brighton Beach, May 14.—Dashing
‘along at great speed, W. Endicott and
Mechanician McGruder, were thrown
from the machine No. 6 near the grand
stand here to-day. Both men were in-
jured.

The accident occurred in the thir-
teenth hour of a 24-hour automobile
race being held here. The machine was
at a turn of the home stretch when it
skidded and crashed through a fence.

Endicott escaped with 'a wrenched
leg, but refused to retire from the race.
McGruder was more seriously hurt. He
probably will recover, according to
physicians.

William E. Brady, mechanician of
the Marion car, driven by Anderson in
the 24-hour automobile race at Brighton
Beacli irack, died early to-day at the
Coney Island hospital from injuries
received when the car plunged through
a fence. The big racer turned over
three times in i;.s wild leap and Brady
was pinned beneath the wreckage. An-
derson was not injured.

Work Has Been Started on Last
Link Between Nepigon and
Abittibi

Ottawa, May 14.—The Transcontin-
ental Rallway Commission has ,hbeen
advised that weork has been started on
the last link of the eastern section, be-
tween Nepigon and Abittibi.

The delay was due to the difficulty
in getting plant and supplies in. Be-
fore a start could be made . conveni-
ently it was necessary to advance con-
struction to that point.

It was stated yesterday at the com-
mission meeting that all of the steel
on the eastern section will be 'down by
the end of next year, but 'that the
work will not be compleied until 1912,
The line between Winnipeg and Su-
perior Junction will beé in regular op-
eration this fall.

SOME PROGRESS ‘WITH:
AN IMPORTANT SCHEME

Text of Proposed Agreement Pro-
perty Owners and Corpor-
ation Shall Make

Some progress is being made in' fur-
therence of the scheme for placing all
wires underground- in the business sec-
tion of the city. Forms of the proposed
agrecment between the corporation and
the various property holders involved
in the proposition have been distribut-
ed, and it is understood that a num-
ber have already been signed.

Ald. Mable, chairman of the electric
light and telephone committee, is work-
ing energetically on béhalf of the
scheme, and he hopes to have the mat-
tér 80 advanced as to take it up at
an early meeting of the council

The form of agreement which is be-
ing distributed reads as follows:
‘“Whereas it is desirable in order to in-
sure public safety and improve the ap-
pearance of the streets in the city of
Victoria, and the values of properties
upon such streets, that all poles and
wires of electric light, power, telephone
and telegraph companies should be re-
moved out of view, but in order to

have arrangements with property own-
ers fcr the placement of such poles and
fixtures as may be found necessary
upon privately owned property,

“Witnesseth: That in consideration of
the premises and the sum of one dollar
noéw paid to the said grantor by the
said city, the parties hereto 4gree as
follows:

“The city may at any time place
such poles, wires, ' attachments con-
duits or fixtures upon, over, under or
across the property, as may be found
necessary in the distribution or opera-
tion of the services above mentioned,
and may at all times have free ingress
and egress thereto for the purpose of
maintaining and keeping in operation
and of protécting the fixtures and pro-

NEW LINES IN COLORADO.

The celebrations
committee met on Friday at the city
hall and came to the conclusion that it
would be right to- abandon the cele-
brations, which would follow so close-
ly on the funeral of his late Majesty.

The Empire Day festivities in Great
Britain have been postponed, and the
following formal resolution was passed
by the committee last night unani-
mously: *“That the Victoria Day cele-
brations in Victoria be abandoned out
of respect to the memory of the
King Edward VIL.”

Secretary McCallum brought to the
notice of the general committee the
fact that the Indians, who were to
have taken part in the Indian canoe
races at the Gorge regatta, were averse
to competing owing to their respect to
the King’s memory. .The canoe races
being one of the big attractions the
committee felt, from this point as well
as others, that the regatta had better
be abandoned.

PITTSBURG SENTENCED

j Former Cashier ¢f Bank Also Sent

to Jail for Offering a
Bribe

(Times Leased Wire.)

Pitisburg, Pa., May 14.—A. A. Vil-
sack, former cashier of the German
National bank, to-day was sentenced to
serve eight months in jail and pay a
fine of $5,000. Vilsack was indicted in
the recent graft investigation and
pleaded nolo contendere. He was con-
victed of having offered a bribe to
councilmen of the city to secure the
passage of an ordinance naming the
bank as a depository for city funds.

Ex-Councilman Charles Stewart, one
of the aleged *“Big six” and one of
the prime movers in the alleged scheme
to obtain money from banks in return
for naming them as city depositories,
was sentenced to serve eight months in
jail and was fined $500.

Besides Stewart, < William Brand,
president of the common eouncil; Jos.
Wasson, president of the finance com-
mittee; John F. Klein, former council-
man, and Willlam Ramsey, president
of the German National bank, have
been convicted and are now serving
terins in the penitentiary.

Ex-Councilman Hugh Ferguson was
sentenced to-day to serve eight months
in jail and pay a fine of $500.

Dr. W. H. Webber was sentenced to
serve six months in jail and pay a fine
of $500.

"Ex-Councilman P. D, Kearns was
sentenced to serve four months in jail
and ‘to pay a fine of $250.

Ex-Councilman Morris Einstein was
sentenced to serve six months and to
pay a fine of $2,500.

An attempt to block the graft prose-
cution here was begun to-day when
charges of perjury were filed against
Johnny Klein, chief witness for the
prosecution. Those placing the charges
hope to discredit the testimony of
Klein, which involved many indicted
men.

Klein was brought from the peniten~
tiary to be present in court.

OBJECT TO CANADA’S
IMMIGRATION LAWS

Emigration Societies in the- Old
Country Seek to Have Re:
strictions Removed

(Special to the Times.)

London, May 14.—The question of the
English emigration to Canada is re-
ceiving, particular attention just now
owing to Canada’s stipulation that as-
sisted emigrants must be willing to
work on the land.

Sir Clement Kintoss Cooke, M. P,
chairman of the emigration board, is
working assiduously to have this re-
striction removed, believing that it is
depriving the Daominion of many arti-
sans who though assisted in their pas-
sage to Canada, will eventually prove
desirable inhabitants of that land.

“My great desire is to see labor ex-
changes throughout the British Em-
pire,” he said. “This will tend to do
away with starvation and settle the
unemployment question. Through these
exchanges mer would learn where there
was demand for their services. De-
sirable workmen could be assisted.”

The Morning Leadér continues its
campaign against the Canadian emi-
gration regulations and states that the
Canadin Northern railway recently en-
gaged 25 men through the central un-
employed body who are now unable to
sail to Canada. It gives other alleged
“hard cases” and concludes “As Mr.
Dooley once remarked, the colonial
hand across sea is seemingly extended
for the purpose of giving the Old Coun-
try a nasty one under the chin.”

RAILWAY COMPANIES
WILL BE PROSECUTED

Interstate Commerce Commission
Will Enforce Ruling Regard-
ing Hours of Operators

Chicago, . May 14.—The interstate
commerce commission, through ifs see-
retary, Edward A. Mosely, has noti-
fied various railroad companies that
the commission will not recognize the
decision. of Judge Grosscup, of the
Circuit Court of Appeals, in the six-
teen hour labor law case. The railroads
likewise were served with a notice that
the commission will prosecute eleven
railroads that follow the decision.

Judge Grosscup’s decision was to the
effect that the railroads had a legal
right to work telegraph operators more
than 13 hours in day offices when the
work is performed on ‘split tricks.”

The commission insisted that 13 hours
of work per day continuous or split
was too much, and that such  hours
made the operator liable to mistakes,
which might endanger the lives of rail-
road passengers.
