•omewhat différent to Ithat which was 
accorded me at a meeting of the Chris­
tian Endeavor Society in Brooklyn. A

’Backeheech." If you inquire-of a na­
tive which road leads to such and such 
a place he will tell you and then run 
after you half a mile or riiore for 
‘Backeheech.’
■ "It is curious how the storekeepers 
In thé narrow streets ■ of Cairo will 
dicker over the price of a yard of 
Cloth. They demand 20 francs fer a 
piece. Tou offer 16, They say that if 
you will tell no lone they will reduce 
the price to 18 franc A Still you hold 
put. The price is gradually reduced 
to 12, when, upon you still holding out, 
they roll up the cloth, manifest a great 
deal of Indignation and tell you that 
you don’t really want to buy. Tou 
have hardly gone twenty yard* when 
* boy dashes after you and tells you 
that his master has wrapped up the 
piece Of Ototh for you,; You return and 
all is smiles, and the article is sold for 
10 francs at a good profit.

"Climbing pyramids j is great fun—the 
jihst day, but not the] day after.

29.—In a personal letter 
to Earl Grey, before leaving, the Prince 
of Wales expressed th* “Intense pleas­
ure
rived from my s,tay in Quebec. I have 
been deeply touched by the enthusias­
tic and affectionate welcome accorded 
to me on all occasions and by all 
classes, not only frdm the people of 
Quebec, but from the vast numbers as­
sembled within ijèr limits from all 
parts of the Dominion.’'

Continuing the Prince said he re­
turned home with a lasting sense of 
being satisfied he had been able to ac­
cept the Invitation of the Canadian 
government and that he had been able 
to assist In the tercentenary celebra­
tion. As to the battlefields movement 
he expressed the hope that no efforts 
would be relaxed to Insure the consum­
mation of the work so happily Inaug­
urated.

Referring in complimentary terms to 
the pageant and the military review 
he said: “All I saw and especially all 
I hear from so high an authority as 
Lord Roberts convinces me that the 
work of the Canadian militia is pro­
gressing satisfactorily."

After thanking Earl Grey for hlz 
great kindness at all times, the Prince 
concluded:

That 
God may ever watch over and bless Its 
people, inspirit their ideals, prosper 
their works and guide their destinies, 
will ever be my earnest prayer.

An odd incident occurred during the 
return of the Prince and his party 
from a garden party at Spencerwood. 
Lord Roberta, field marshal, and gen­
eral of the British army, had attended 
the reception, of course In mufti, in 
which he looks very different from

he drove back to the citadel In an or­
dinary carriage. In the meantime the 
street had been lined with troops for 
the state departure of the Prince, and 
when Roberts’ carriage reached the 
corner turning up from 
Allee to the citadel he was held up by a 
line of troops. They faHed entirely to 
recognize the field marshal and refused 
to let his carriage pass, although Roo- 
erts, who was In a great hurry tried to 
convince them of his identity.
