The time for
action is now, ot dome time in the
future; and why the opportunity of doing
something to save the Yukon trade for
our merchants is not being seized and
improved by the government is a mys-
tery. Can it be a political dodge; some

terests of the province for mere party
gain? The suspicion is certainly grow-
ing that the government has something -
of this nature “up its sleeve.”
