OBEYS AS WIFE ONLY,

Interesting Points in Marriage Contract
Between Queen Wilhelmina
and Prince Henry,

(Associated Press.)

The Hague, Feb. 8.—The Queen and
Prince Heinrich have bound themselves
by the marriage contract, in accordance
with the statutes, to recognize the hus-
band as the head of the matrimonial
union and to provide for and educate
the children of the union. The hus-
band assumes responsibility of repre-
senting the wife in all civil actions. The
wife promises to obey the husband, but
by a special recent act of the Dutch
pariament, she is exempted from the
usual promises “to dwell with him
wherever he deems it best to live.”

The contract also provides that the
Queen shall allow the husband interest
on 50.000,000 guilders and that he shall
receive no income from the state except
in the case of the Queen’s death. It
is further provided that the Queen shall
vield obedience to the husband as wife,
but not as Queen, and the husband re-
linquishes the right to administer the
wife’s property.
