The Sun says “ the leading feature 

of these tables is the great development 
of Nova Scotia’s export trade in fish, 
that Province having sent $4,322,925 of 
the total of $6,852,318. New Bruns­
wick’s contribution was only one-eiglith 
of the whole. While it ranks with 
Quebec, it is apparently far below what 
might reasonably be expected, consider­
ing the extraordinary advantages wjjch 
our geographical situation and our fish­
ery resources give us.”

“ The facts contained in these tables 
should be pondered carefully by 
people and laid to heart. They show 
very conclusively that as a Province we 
have failed to take advantage of those 
opportunities for acquiring wealth and 
furnishing labor for a large portion of 
our population, which Providence has 
placed within our reach. But it is not 
yet too late to be up and doing. The 
deep sea fisheqes, properly protected, 
are practically inexhaustible. The pur­
suit of fishing in our waters has built 
up the cities of the United States and 
led to the construction of thousands of 
fishing vessels, and furnished employ­
ment to tens of thousands of U. S. fish­
ermen. Nova Scotia, with gratifying 
sagacity and enterprise, has followed 
the example of the New England States 
and built up a fishing business which is 
a credit to her people. New Bruns­
wick, with equal if not superior advan­
tages, lags behind. We treat the 
great fisheries which lie at our doors 
as if they were not worth cultivating ; 
and in doing so we are committing a 
grave blunder.”

“ The market for fish, like the source 
of supply, is practically inexhaustible. 
In Ontario there is to-day a fine market 
for our cod, shad, herring and salmon, 
but it if absolutely necessary that in 
preparing these fish for market, great 
care should be used to make them pala­
table by curing them properly. In 
England there is a great demand for 
our fresh salmon and lobsters,—such, 
in fact, as cannot be fully met for some 
time to come. Means can be devised 
for transporting New Brunswick salmon 
and lobsters, fresh, to England and 
Ireland, and when there the great de­
mand and the satisfactory price obtain­
able will amply repay even extraordin­
ary expense in transportation. ”

“ A study of the tables which Mr. 
McLean has arranged, and which we 
have been obliged to summarize, pre­
senting only the most salient points, 
ought to lead our business men to study 
more carefully than they have done in 
the past, the strides which New Eng­
land and Nova Scotia have made in an 
industry in which our Province should 
to-day be as deeply engaged as either of 
them.”

Most of this went 
to the United States and the British 
and Spanish West Indies. Only 378 
bbls. were sent to Britain. Quebec ex­
ported absolutely no salt mackerel—or 
“ nearly ” none—say 71 barrels, all 
told. Prince Edward Island exported

1,702 bbls., valued at $270,402, to the 
United States, and only a few dollara’ 
worth to any other country. 
Brunswick’s contribution to the exports 
was only 7,437 bbls., worth $78,890— 
all to the States. The total exports of 
pickled mackerel footed up 128,954 bis., 
valued at $1,021,686.

Of Fresh Mackerel, Quebec exported 
10,738 lbs. ; Nova Scotia, 54,200 lbs. ; 
New Brunswick, 87,883 lbs. ; total, 
162,871 lbs. ; valued at $7,019.

Of “preserved ” or Canned Mackerel, 
Nova Scotia exported 56,608 lbs., and 
New Brunswick 13,318 lbs. ; total 69,-
