date.—

The Senate has agreed to the address 
to Her Majesty, respecting Irish affairs. 
On Thursday last, on Sir Leonard living 
to go into supply Mr. Anglin moved the 
following resolution

That the Speaker do not now leave the 
chair, but that it be resolved that the sys­
tem and scale of duties on cotton and 
woollen goods have resulted in the impo­
sition of a rate of taxation on those ar­
ticles used by the masses inordinately 
high, and greater than the rate imposed 
on those articles chiefly used by the rich, 
and that the said duties should be amend­
ed so as to reduce the rate of taxation on 
the masses and to make it more nearly 
proportionate with that levied on the rich.

Mr. Anglin said that the cotton interest 
was one of those against which the Liber­
als were represented as being hostile. 
This he would continue to prove was false. 
Under the Mackenzie administration it 
was found that the cotton men’s factories 
were fairly progressive. In 1872 the 
whole of the raw cotton imported into 
Canada was 1,301,210 pounds ; in the 
year following the quantity had increased 
to about 1,350.000 pounds and immediate­
ly after, when the Liberal party went into 
power, there was the extraordinary in­
crease from 1,982,840 pounds in 1873 to 
3,514,278 pounds in 1874. He held that 
the downfall of 1873 gave a valuable im­
pulse to the cotton trade in this country. 
In 1873 the manufacture of raw cotton 
was larger than in 1877, and in 1878— 
that year of great woe according to the 
hon. gentlemen opposite—the quantity of 
raw cotton was nearly 1,700,000 lbs more 
than the two years previous. He held the 
duty on cotton was unevenly distributed. 
Notwithstanding that the British cottons 
were cheaper than the American good", a 
higher rate of duty was placed upon them 
than upon the American goods, thus prov­
ing that the effects of the tariff all acted 
disastrously to the working classes. We 
found the article of a higher value paying 
a lower rate of duty than the articles ex 
tensively used. This branch of industry 
flourished under the old system. He 
showed from the trade and navigafion re­
turns that the better qualities of tweeds 
and other goods, or those more exclusive­
ly used by the rich, were taxed lower 
than the staple goods so extensively used 
by the working classes. On the former 
the average duty was about 60 per cent, 
while on the latter it was about 32# 
This discrimination against the working 
class was exhibited in'a marked degree in 
the matter of blankets and carpets. The 
duty on Brussels, which is almost exclu­
sively used by the rich, is 20 per cent., 
while the all-wool and Union caipeta, 
which are used by the majority of people, 
are taxed 36 per cent. Under the present 
conditions our manufacturers were not de­
sirous of giving the people goods as low 
as they could afford.

UNDERTAKER.Riparian Rights.

CASKETS & COFFINSAfter a long struggle the country has 
the satisfaction of a judgment by the 
Supreme Court of Canac^t against the as 
sumptions of the Dominion Government 
in respect of rights of fishing in non-navi- 
gable rivers. That court decided last 
week that the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries has no right whatever to issue 
leasee or licenses in connection with fish 
ing privileges in such rivers—such privi­
leges being conveyed by the crow n by the 
grants of the riparian proprietors.

We have always contended against the 
outrageous interferences of the Fisheries 
Department with the rights of riparian 
proprietors and felt that when the matter 
was settled it would be exactly as the 
Supreme Court’s judgment now fixes it. 
For the plucky tight made in the common 
interest by such men as Judge Steadman, 
Oscar Hanson, Henry Phair and J. De- 
Wolfe Spurr, riparian proprietors ought 
to be thankful and, even though “ the 
insolence of office” which has, heretofore, 
caused the Department to ignore the 
manifest rights of the owners of the soil, 
may still lead fishery officers to ignore this 
judgment, as they did that of the New 
Brunswick Supreme Court ; yet such offi- 
cial assumptions can only bornai ntained 
by physical force and if necessary they 
can and ought to be resented in a similar 
way. We hope, however, the Department 
will not farther provoke the people in 
this direction, bat see the propriety of at 
once abandoning the position it has held 
for so long a time, and through the hold- 
ing of which it has become liable for a 
very heavy score of damages.

dustry were broad ones, and required ж 
great amount of detail to deal with. The 
tax iff was giving a practical monopoly to 
the manufacturers. The rate of profits of 
the Hochelaga and Cherryfield mills had 
been under the N. P. at least 50 per cent, 
on the original stock. If these enormous 
earnings were due to the circumstances to 
which he referred, it would be a subject 
of gratification to us all ; but if they were 
due to excessive duties wrung from the 
people, the n it is a subject for lamentation 
and regret. The rate of duty which we 
pay on all cotton goods manufactured in 
Canada exceeds 30 per cent., irrespective 
of the cost of importation. The figures 
given by Mr. Gault, he said, did not cor­
respond with the trade and navigation 
returns, and exaggerated the prices of 
1879-80 and 81 ; and he denied the accu 
racy of the statements as to raw material.

Sir S. L. Tilley replied briefly in de­
fense of the tariff as applied to the cotton 
manufacturing industries.

Sir R. Cartwright replied vigorously, 
showing the effects of monopolies estab­
lished by duties on cotton and woollen 
goods.
