Fallen Heroes.

THEIR GRAVES IN SOUTH AFRICA TO BE
IDENTIFIED AND DECORATED,

AN APPEAL FOR CONTRIBUTIONS FOR THIS
PURPOSE.

In March of laet year the Executive of
the Daughters of the Emnpire determined
upon assuming the care of the graves of our
soldiers in South Africa. Three reasons
seemed 10 press this work upon us, The first
was that by its constitut'on, the Federation
is pledged to ‘‘cherish the last resting places
of our Heroes and Heroines,especially such as
are in distaot sol.tary places. The sacond
reason was that we, as Cavadian women,
seemed to be specially called upon to interest
ourselves in this peculiarly womanly office,
when 80 many of our own sous and brothers
are laid to rest in the distant and lounely
veldt of South Africa. If a toird reason
were necessary, it was that as Canada was
not the only colony whose sona were glad for
Queen and Couatry, to go forth to fill these
graves, the opportunity seemed a sacred (n:
to draw the women of the Celonies more
elosely together, through bonds of a c:mmon
sorrow acd of a cemmon cause precious to us
all,

With Lhis object in view we wrote to the
ladies of Cape Town, ackiog them to co=
operate with us in onr effirty, tirst to locate
the graves and then taks them uander our
permanent care,
in South Africa responded with true pitriotic
aff:ction, by organizing commi tees through-
out the colony in the vicinity of the battle.
fields.

So soon as this was achieved, through the
patriotio affection of the Cape Town Gua 14 of
Loyal Women, we put ourselves into ¢om-
munication with the Imperial War Office,
for whose additional assistance and consid-
eration we are most grateful, anl we are
now iu a position to state that the graves
are being located and that sume of the.n re-
ceived their tirst fresh fl ,wers on Chiistmas
eve, when many women and chldren per-
formed this touchiog tribute of patriotic love
and gratitade. The sume affectionate
womanly office will be peiformed on Easter
eve, and photographs will be taken for sore
rowing ones at home.

The permanent care of these graves has
thus fallen to us as part of our work, and
we have accepted it as a sacred duty and
privilege. We now ask assistance from our
Canadian people. We require a fund for the
purpose, and we have much pleasure in an-
nouncing that the Canadian press has been
most generous in coming to our aid.

Her Excellency the Countess of Minto has
given the fund her special patronage, and
has consented to act as honorary treasaurer.
The Right Hon, Sir Wilfrid Lsurier and the
Hon, the Minister of Militia bave also given
our object their special patronage.
