~ INGPIRING ORATION

A Christian Endeavor mass meeting
was held last evening in the Ludlow
street United Baptist church, and was
largely attended.

FATAL ACCIDENT ON
~ STEAMER INDRANI

John Haley, a ’longshoreman work-
ing on the steamer Indranj, lying at
the Custom House wharf, fell through
a hatchway about. 4 o’clock yesterday
afternoon and was fatally injured.
Haley was uanconscious when picked
up. He was quickly removed to the
hospital, where he expired at 7 o’clock.
His injuries were all internal.

The man was working with several
others putting down hatches. One of
these failed to go into place and
Haley attempted to push it down by
stamping cn one side of it. The hatch
suddenly tilted and he fell through.
The drop. was about twenty-eight feet
and in the fall Haley hit his shoulders
and gliding off, fell on his head at the
bottom of the hold. The hatch, which
was of considerable weight, fell with
him and dropping on his body, jammed
him against the floor with great vio-
lence.

Messrs. Ogler, McKeathney, Graham,
Tower and Patterson witnessed the
fall and hastened to where the.man
lay unconscious. Large beads of sweat
stood out on the body of the injured
man, who seemed then on the verge
of degth,

Mr. Oram summaned an ambulance
and Dr. Berryman was called. He or-
dered the man to be taken to the hos-
pital. On the way to that institution
Haley recovered consciousness, but
later relapsed inte unconseiousness and
died at the hour stated.

The deceased was married and had
two children. He lived at 30 Simonds
street, North End. His wife was no-
tified of the accident shortly after it
took place and went to see her hus-
band at the hospital, where she re-
mained until he died.

The friends of John Haley feel his
losm greatly. He was a favorite and
respected by all who knew him.

The remains will be taken to his
home today.

ACROMEGALIA GURED

Successful Operation Performed by Prof,
Hochenegg, of Vienna.

BERLIN, May 16—American sur-
geons will be interested in the brilliant
achievement reported at last week’s
surgical congress in Berlin by Prof.
Hochenegg, of Vienna.

The professor told how he operated
successfully in a case of acromegalia,
a disease jwhich causes strange and
enormous enlargements o¢ the bones
of the hands, fest. and face. The pa~-
tient on whcm 1he operation was per-
formed was a young girl. She showed
the usual symptoms of brain tumors
and a marked disturbance of vision.
The diagnosis having been confirmed
by means of X-rays, Prof. Hochenegg
moved the girl’s nose to one side, cut
through the thin floor of the skull,
and then removed the tumor from the
Lypophysis or glandlike body that is
suspended. like a cherry from the base
of the brain.

The difficulty in reaching the acro-
megalian tumor is such that surgeons
have been rather shy of operating for
the disease. It is staid, too, that none
of the operations reported prior to last
week was successful; but the Vienna
girl left the hospital six weeks after
Prof. Hochenegg's operation fully re-
stored to healtH.

Acromegalia is not infrequently en-
countered in the United States, but
heretofore, the Germans say, it has
baffled American surgical skill,

NATNE STATES GFFERED
10 ASSIST THE BRITIGH

et

SIMLA, May 18—Major-General Will-
cocks’ operations have now brought
the. British punitive expedition into
the heart of the Mohmand country,
where it is engaged in destroying na-
tive villages and forts, in accordance
with the recent government proclama-
tion that the operations be strictly
confined to the punishment of recalcit-
rant tribes, because no occupation of
territory was intended. :

The latest advices received here show
that the cholera <is abating. The
neighboring tribes remain loyal and
the Ameer of Afghanistan appears to
be doing his best to restrain the bor-
der tribes. It is hoped, therefore, that
althcugh the Mohmands as yet have
shown no signs of gubmission, the
operations may soon be terminated.
Fifteen of the native Indian states re-
cently offered military assistance to the
expedition if that should be necessary.

DEFIANT INCONSISTENCY.,

The presence in Ottawa ofthe
Premier and Minister of Public
Works of Manitoba, who now
frame and control the voters’ lists
of that province and are fight-
ing the proposal for judicial re-
vision of their work, has evid:
ently hardened the hearts of the
federal opposition against pub-
lic opinion and the counsels of
their wiser and fairer members.
Still they persist in refusing the
compromise they themselves sug-
gested and at first accepted ;
still they persist in obstructing
the public business, in robbing
the Civil Service of its pay, in
withholding from creditors of the
Government money justly due,
and thus damaging Canada’s
credit and coursing financial dis-
aster throughout the country.

And for what purpose? For
the defeat of a proposal which,
after 8ir Wilfrid offered it, Mr.
Foster, speaking for the party
approved and accepted. **'We
agree absolutely in this”’
he said, according to the
official report, in answer
to Sir Wilfrid, ‘‘that if it
is necessary, as it is, to
have overlapping polling
subdivisions distributed—
I agree to that, we all
agree to that—any reason-
able legislation which is
non-partisan and compet-
ent legislation will receive
the support of this House.
We agree to accept the
concession. It was our
principle laid down at
first and we congratulate
the right hon. gentleman
on acceding to the justice
and reasonableness of the
demand which has been
madein that respect.” And
after accepting this offer, after
publicly admitting it to be just
and reasonable, the opposition
the next day turned right about,
repudiated theiracceptance, con-
tinued the obstruction, and
threaten to continue it indefin-
itely, with utter disregard of the
public welfare. unless the Mani-
toba system which they admit-
ted needed remedy, is left with-
out any chance of remedy.

Could anything be more de-
fiant of the public sense of jus-
tice and fair play? Can any
fair man deny the duty of the
government to enforce its will
in the matter and to carry on
the nation’s buSiness over the
heads of this insanely partisan
and reckless minority.
