THE CONTEMPT [CASE

As stated 1dst woek, Bditor Hawke, of
the Transoript, e in jail serving out his
two menihs sentence for comiempi of
court, The comtempt for which he wad
condemned was foand in certsin editorials
in which be suggested that Judge Fraser
waa inflaesced by other than legal conaid-
erations iu bie rulings in the Westmorland
election trial. Tuto the merits of the whole
oase it would be presumptuous for' ue to
sttemy t to enter, It do#h seem unfortunale,
however, that judges ehould have,virtuslly,
1o sit on their own case. If there be sny
way of eschpe from this, it seews » great
pity the comrt did mot avail itself of it.
Judges are but human, and they ought
not o be placed in the very unenviable
position whers they may be suspected of
favoring themeelves in & judgment which
concerns their own order.

It is, also, more tham doubtful whether
the honor and dignity of the bench can be
served, much less sustained, by the inflic-
tion of penalities upon adverse critics. . It
their lives and the obvious justice of their
decisions do not compel the respect for
those who are the highest officers of the
law, which ought always to be deserved by
them, mo fear inspired by fines and
imprisonments will serve this purpoee. It
is only in the rarest instances that a
digunified mlrnet is not the best way for the
court to' maintain its diguity, when its
character or action is assailed. If resort is
had to fioe and imprisonment, it should be
in such cases only as are of the most
flagrant nature and when the action of the
court is obvious to no charge of misconduct
in sy way.

Hie bomor the Chief Justice, in pro:
nounciog the sentence of the court upon
Mr. Hawke, is said to have warned the
presa thai less liberty of criticiem would
be allo ved in the future than in the past,

While it ie not to be expecied, that their
honors are te be left at the mercy of every
libellous scribbler who choosss 10 sesail
them, it will serve & good purpose for
jndges, even, to be obvious to ariticien as
well as other men. There bave been wany
instances in the past when judges, who
from their persossl babite favored a
ocertain traflic, have given decisions acooni-
iog to their inolinations, which have been
set aside by thewr superiors. Personal
preferences may inflaence the best of men,
unconscio asly 1o themeelves.

Icis well known that Mr, Hawke brought
against the judge a charge of drunkennets
as well ae that for which he has been
adjudged guilty of contempt. Their honors
bave not woticed this charge, which, we
belisve, goes uncomtradioted. If their
hovors are solicitons about the dignity and
bover of the bench, as they ought 1o be,
they should certainly take up this soouss -
tion. We oan think of scarcely any greater
crime against this high and responsible
It there be sy place
where it requires the bead 10 be lear and
the jodgment uaperverted, it is o8 the
beoos  where decisions are o be given
sffecting property, charscter, secred inter-
eate and life i-ell.  For a man to become
drunken, whes baviag such issues is his
hands, while it degrades the man, it aleo is
scrime o sinst the high office, Cousie-
tenoy with the determination 0 preserve
the dignity of the court, as evinoed in the
sentence upos Mr. Hawke, den ande that
bis other charge be cossidered.
