Department of Agriculture Beli
Potato Acreage-"i-’'d Will be
Greater Thanr Year — Hay
Crop But Sli Below Average
is Statement.

Fredericton, ‘N. B, July 29, 1933 —
New Brunswick's hay crop in 1933
will be but slightly below average
while there is every indication now
of a greater acreage-yield in pota-
toes, according to the July crop re-
purt issued today by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

‘This report points out that,

“The July weather conditions over
the greater part of the Province were
relatively more seasonable than
were those of June. Warm tempera-
vires, many hours of sunlight, and
except in the central part of the
r.cvince, where rainfall was slig s,
anspicious showers were the cause of
a period of rapid growth for al!
crops.

“The hay-crop, which during Jute
appeared scant. improved consi-lera-
bly and though noticesbly less than
last year is only sl'ghily below an
average crop. The scarcity of clover
and the prevalence of weeds indi-
cates a lower quality than common.
Good bhaying weather has preva«d
ard the upland hay is three quartess
gathered.

“Pastures, generally, have not toen
good.

“The grain crops — wheat, oats
and barley, aswell as potatoes, are
‘gss advanced in development than
normally occurs for the month of
July. Wheat is well headed but will
not beready for cutting for th-ee
weeks. ‘

“The potato crop is growing nice-
iy and the indications are for a
greater acre-yield than was the
case last year when commercial fer-
tilizer was less generously applied.”

EXPORTS IN PALESTIN:

Montreal, Que., June — When A-
braham came out of Ur of the Cha.-
dees to found a new nation they
wound up in a country of 10,500
square miles much of which is rocky
waste or desert land about half the
size of the province of Nova Scotia
and, today, has a population of over
cne million, according to the Naiu-
ral Resources Department of the Ca
uadian National Railways. The cen-
sus of 1931 shows the popuiitions
consists of 759,712 Moslems, 174,610

Glace Bay, N. 8, June — The ideal
of engineers of converting coal into
energy in the mine itself is being
steadily sought and possibly some
day it will become a reality. A step
in thig direction was taken by the
pravinoe of New Brunswick when
they established a steam plant at
Grand Lake in the Minto coal bea-
ring areas of the province, where
coal is taken direct from the mine
and burned under boilers to genera-
e steam in the production of “elec-
tricity. Coal operators in Cape Bre-
ton, Nova Scotia, are watching the
experiments bein gearried on in En-
gland of converting the coal in the
veins of mines into gas where' the
coal is in layers too thin to be mined
profitably, stateg the Natural Re-
sources Department of the Canadian
National Railways. The process con-
sists of electric heaters in fhe coal
veins and with the aid of compres-
sed air and vapor, water gas is pro-
duet and piped to the surface for in-
dustrial and mining purposes. There
are extensive coal -deposits around
Glace Bay and much thought has
been given t0 a scheme for utilizinz
the coal in the generating of elec-
tricity at the mine itself. The idea
of converting coal directly into gas
was promulgated in 1914 by Sir Wil-
-iam Ramsay. There is a large quan-
tity of thin coal in the Cape Breton
coal mines which at present is un-
profiiab'e to be mined.
