Brief Description of the Great
Ditch—Boats' Will Be Tow-
ed Through Locks by ‘Elec-
tric Motors.

————

New York, April 12.-—~A Boston tra-
veller gives the following untechanlcal
description of the Panama canal:

The canal is forty miles in length,
from shore to shore and fifty miles
from deep water to deep water. Knter-
ing at Limon bay on the Atlantic
side, it is sea level for a dlstance of
seven miles to Gatun, where is the
enormous dam, a mile and a half long
by half a mile wide at base,

This impounds the water shed of
the Charges river and other streams
covering a basin of 1,320 square mil
making a lake which with the nea
nine mi of Culebra out to P
Miguel would be about tnirty
miles long, contalning 164 square
miles, which would be somewhat larg-
er than Lake Oneida, the largest body
of water In New York state,

From the sea level up to lnke aboye
Is a lift of eighty-five feet, divided
into three steps or locks, each 1,000
feet long by 110 feei wide. For econ-
omy of water each lock is subdivided
by gates into chambers of 400 and 600
f @.«ch, Thes, three locks are an
exact twin of alike series, so that
traflic may be accommodated in eith
er direction at the same tlme. Boat
will be towed through the locks by
electric locomotives running on cog
raih; laid on the tops of the lock

18,

This Gatun lake will cover fully
one-(hird of the canal zone of 448
square miles and about two-thirds in
lengti? of the canal proper. While in
the lake vessels may steam at full
speed for a distance of twenty-four
miles, and it will require about ten
hoare in transit from o cas to ecein
and three of these passing through
the locks.

Double Locks in Pairs.

There will be six double locks, three
pairs on the Atlantic side at Gatun,
with a combined lift of feet and
three pairs on the Pacific side, one pair
at Pedro-Miguel, with a lift of 30 1.3
feet, and two p: at Miraflores with a
combined lift of 84 feet. The usable
dimensions of all the locks are same,
4 length of 1,000 feet and a width of
110 feet.

The water surface of the lake during
the wet season will be maintained at
87 feet and at 85 feet during the dry
season, The minimum channel depth
in the canal is 47 feet, and as 41 feet is
all that is required for navigation,
there will be stored for the dry season,
three months, a surplus of five feet
and over, which will supply the elec-
trical power necessary iy the operation
of the gates and towage of the boats
through the locks. This power will be
generated at the spillway, which is sit-
uated nearly midway of the dam. The
spillway is 1,200 feet long by 300 feet
wide, This is filted with gates and
machinery for regulating the water
level of the lake.

During the rainy season the maxi-
mum runoff from the above watershed
of 1,320 square miles would fill the
lake one and one-half timeg, thus furn-
ishing during the rainy season an im-
mense amount of water, which can be
used in developing an enormous power.

1 was in the canal zone in the sum-
mer of 1888, before much was known
of sanitation, and when Colon or Aspin-
wall, as it was first called, consisted of
Front street and Bottle alley, with a
fringe of native huts a little way out.

Doubtless
it never was completely at that time.

Tripoli Has for Years Been the
Scene of Persecution by the
Turks — Deplorable Inci-
dents.

o e

San Francisco, April 12.—In a vig-
orous address that might have been
entitled, /“The Reasons Why Italy
Made War Against Turkey,” Kttore
Patrizi, editor ot L'Italia, gave some
inside history of Kuropean afairs
that rather startled the members of
Golden Gate Commandery, Knights
Templar, at their avnual banquet and
Red ('r initiation. The applause that
met his forceful remarks seemed to
show that his arguments and arrdy
of facts were well received.

In part he sald:—

“The history of the last score of
years and the blue hooks of llaly,
where the lfalian government records
all the dealings with foreign powers,

-lare full of complaints, protests and

charges of Italy against the Turks on
account of outrages on lalian lives
or properties under the Turkish flag.
Furthermore, whenever the Italian
resident of the Ottoman Kmpire ap-
pealed to the court of justice of that
country for any redress Invariably
Justice was never done him.

“In several instances Itallan bugi-
ness men engaged in forestry, mining
and railroad enterprises had been so
vexed by the Turkish authorities that
they were compelled to withdraw and
lose millions and millions which they

d invested. Many times Italian firms
and warehouses have been ransacked
and merchant ships seized and robbed.
Not, lofig ago a poor Italian girl, a
minor, hardly 16 years old, was ab-
ducted from her family, composed of
honest working folk employed on a
railway in Turkey, forcibly converted
to the Mohammedan religion and af-
terward married by force to a Mussul-
man, notwithstanding the protests of
her parents and the intérvention of
the Ttalian consul, /

Deplorahle‘ Incidents,

“All the deplorable fncldents refer-
red to occurred in every district of
Turkey, but in Tripoli they had been
20 frequent of late that the patience
and leniency of Italy would have be-
come actual cowardice had not the
Italian government put a stop to the
outrages and chicanery of Turkey and
taken drastic measures,

“The Italians were doing real won-
ders in Tripoli and vicinity. They were

izing and developing that land,
which for centuries through the nesg-
lect, laziness and backwardness of
the Turks had been left in & shameful
state of sterility.

“But it seems as though the more
the Italians were energetically work-
ing for the welfare and development
of Tripoli, the more enraged the!
Turks8 were getiing against them; ev
ery Italian enterprise which would
give work not only to-the Italians but
to the Arabs has been harassed, han-
dicapped, mutilated and jeopardized by
thé Turkish authoriti and to that
malignant aim the Turks resorted to
all kinds of tricks and cowardice.

“Having seen void all its efforts to
obtain justice and fair treatment from
Turkey, the Italian government was
finally convinced that as long as Turk-
ey was purposely and maliciously an-
able to preserve order in Tripoli and
guarantee the safety of life and prop-
erty to the Italians there residing
only one way remained open to the
government of Rome to obtain jus
tice—that of taking under its own
care and responsibility the safety and
protection of Tripoli, and to accomp-
lish this Italy’ could not do any less
than occupy that territory, 'The Ital-
jan government sent an ultimatum
to Turkey telling the Ottoman of its
determined intention of occupying
Tripoli, asking of the Turks, in order
to avoid bloodshed and other unpleas-
ant consequences, to instruct officials
in Tripoli not t6 make opposition to
the landing of Italian troops, advising
the Turks that by doing the two
governments would afterward come to
some agreement which would result|
in a friendly settlement of the situa
tion in Tripoli.

Other Powers Apprised.

and justice are ucknown to it in the
seal ‘of the do ? What did it
care if a few ltalians re murdered
in Tripoli when it baffled tie whole
world which was raising cries of pro
test against the wholesale slaughter-
ing of teus of thousands of Armenian
perpetrated by the Mussulmans’
nstead ofl listening to the humanitar

n ofNfer of Italy ‘Twrkey answered
with stubborn resistance in the oceu-
pation of Tripeli by the Italians and
this is why the war was begun and
is now raging.

“The right of Italy in Tripoli -and
the jusiness of the reasons w de-
termined the occupation of that pro-
vince were so well known and ac-
knowledged by the Buropean powers
that no one of them dared io make
the slightest opposition (o the action
of Italy. And, mind you, the expedi-
tion of Italy was not mhde by any
means a surprise to thie governments
of Europe, because they had been no-
tified in due time by the government
of Rome that if Turkey failed or de-
layed in giving satisfactien to Italy
for the lamented outrages against the
life and property of its subjects, the
Italian forces would occupy Tripoli.”
