In Novem-
ber following the death of Mr. Lock-
hort, Rev. J, C. Bleakney assumed the
pastorate, remaining with the church
for about one year. He was followed

. Geo. Seely in May, 1864, Mr. See-
ly remained with the church until
April, 1866, In December, 1865, the
vestry of the present building which
had been opened in 1853 was publicly
dedicated.

Rev, E. Foshay, although in feeble
health, took charge of the church in
May, 1866, remaining for only a short
time, his ministry was most acceptable
to the people.
