Immoral Films Not In Demand.
“Human nature is, as a whole, pretty 

sound, and when it is appealed to 
without prejudice or pay, the solution 
of the problem for cleaner and better 
pictures has been reached."

Professor Franklin Henry Giddings, 
head of the Deaprtment of Sociology 
and History of Civilization at Colum­
bia University, made this statement In 
dscussing motion pictures for the Par­
amount Pictures Corporation, says 
The Dramatic Mirror. Professor Gid­
dings, as a member of the American 
Academy of Political and Social 
Science, has made a study of the mo­
tion picture in relation to its sociologi­
cal yalue to life as an amusement.

“Yes, human nature la pretty 
sound," he continued. “If a man Is 
knocked over ln the streets by some 
vehicle of traffic, a thousand hands 
are put out at once to help him. Sim­
ilarly, nearly every man wishes to 
guard his own family from degrading 
Influences. So would public opinion 
speedily make itself felt If pictures 
not of the average moral standard 
were continuously put out.

The motion picture industry Is. I 
understand, becoming glutted with pic­
tures of sensational nature. The pro- 
ducers of these make the mistake of 
thinking that nastiness Is suspense 
and that immorality devoid of drama­
tic action will Interest people. Ignor­
ant of the art of the drama, they at­
tempt to create their big sensations 
by the luridness of the subject matter, 
rather than by the vital values of the 
play. After all, the play Is the thing. 
Of course, such Incompetents are not 
to be expected to see the handwriting 
on the wall. The American public 
does not want immoral pictures, nor 
is It Puritanical enough to protest 
against such a theme as "Carmen.”
