Trial of the Implicated Nihilists 
at St Petersburg.

1 TBttlCT OF (MTI RETERJED.
AH the Prisoners Sentenced to 

Be Hanged.

Si. Petersburo, April 8.
The trial of the assassins of the Emperor 

commenced yeeterdsy. Jelliakoff conducts 
x hie own defence. Senator Pacha, member of 
‘ the High Court of Cassation, presides over 
■ the court trying the Nihilists, assisted 
by four Senators, and Touravieff, As­
sistant prosecutor of St Petersburg, and 
Poetozki, assistant prosecutor of the district 
tribunal. Sixty-four witnesses and eleven 
experts will be examined. Greek, Catholic, 

'Lutheran, and one Mohammedan clergy are 
.present to administer oaths. The reading of 
ttlie indictment occupied two hours. The 
'prisoners were then interrogated. The late 
Car’s coachman was examined.- The 
,prisoners when • asked declined to state 
llheir names, ages, professions, or domiciles, 
r The decision of the court was read rejecting 

v the protest addressed by Jelliakoff to the 
: -court, which maintained that the tribunal 
! ought to be constituted directly by the people 
1 or its legally elected delegates, and that is 
any case the prisoners should be tried 

Thy a jury. Jelliakoff, fn replying to the 
president, aid he was a baptised member 
of the orthodox Church, but denied its ortbo- 

: doxy. He recognized the doetnue of Jesus 
: Christ, which occupied an important plaee in 
; his convictions. When asked his profession 
! he said he served the cause of the people, and 
( that was his sole occupation, to which for 

years he had sacrificed bis whole being, 
i It it reported that the Czar has received from 
the Nihilist committee a printed proclama­
tion dated March 22, offering to lay down 
their arms in return, among other tilings, for 

; » constitution and an amnesty for all revoln- 
i tronists. Engineers continue to search for

| palace, and another is spoken of as having

1 hour. He said he primarily desired to agitate 
‘ peacefully, but entered the late conspiracy 
seeing no other wav oat of the social troubles. 
Michaeloff said he belonged to the terrorist 
faction party, but denied Russakoffs state­
ment that he participated in the arrangements 
for the murder of Jthe Czar. Heasyhelfmann
acknowledged that she kept a conspirators’ 
lodging-house, which was a depot for their 
implements, but denied actively partici­
pating in the Czar’s assassination. Kibalt- 
echitisch avowed his connection with the 
Will of the People party, their wish, 
he said, being to gain their objects by a peace­
ful propaganda, out they were reluctantly 
obliged to adopt terrorist measures, tie 
admitted preparing five bombs. Sophie 
Pieffoeky avowed participation in the pre­
paration of the Moscow mine and in the 
murder of the Czar. Jeliaboff fluently re­
lated with

the history of the two Alexandrofsky mines. 
He said he was the head of one group of the 
party, and was charged by the Executive 
Committee with organizing an attack by 
bombe, and was connected with fhecSadowe 
street mine ss a simple worker. ' After these 
declarations the procurator stated-tbftMt 
would perhaps be possible to stiorbeu-the 
trial Jeliaboff in his statement attempted 
to extenuate the cases of Russakoff and 
Michaeloff by asserting that the former was 
Only a propagandist “ among the workmen 
and knew nothing ef the arrangement for the 
murder of the Czar until the day of its ac­
complishment, and that the latter was un­
connected with the crime. ' The whole of the 
second day’s proceedings was occupied with 
the examination of witnesses, the majority of 
whom were officials, soldiers, and policemen. 
Jeliaboff showed

GBXAT SKILL IN CROSS-EXAMINIHG 
witnesses, and succeeded in utterly confuting 
one. In the court-room are various articles 
of tangible evidence against the prisoners, 
such as boxes of dynamite, papers of chemi­
cals, apparatus, Ac., guarded by a gendarme 
with a drawn sworu. The prisoners are Ml 
attired in black. Russakoff and Michaeloff 
appeared dejected. Jeliaboff maintained the 
animation he had shown throughout the 
examination of the witnesses. .The court 
was largely occupied with the scrutiny of the 
material used by the assassins. Great excite­
ment was caused by the production of

similar to those which killed the Emperor. 
General Feodorf, explaining their mechanism 
Mid composition, was cross-examined by 
Kibaltechitiseh, who made them. Among 
the objects examined were photograph groups 
of Nihilists who have been executed, a quan­
tity of letters, some numbers of the revolu­
tionary journal Nartkliujvolia, some large 
cylindrical tin cases tilled with dynamite 
discovered at the house of. Jeliaboff and 

"Sophie Pieflosky. and several plans of St. 
Petersburg, showieg the palace of the Grand 
Duke Michael, tfce &iehnej Menagfl, Engineer 
street, the St. Catharine canal," Little -Garden 
street, and other points Connected with the 
assassination of the Czar. Jeliaboff and 
Sophie Pieffoeky refused to answer several 

All telegrams describing the first 
day’s proceedings were detained at the tele- 
graph office, and about midnight on Thurs­
day the correspondents were informed of

Prosecutor Mourav»efF.

London, April 10.
A St. Petersburg despatch says :—At the 

trial of the Nihilists on Saturday the assist­
ant prosecutor strongly denounced the revo­
lutionary doctrines and deeds avowed by the 
accused, and demanded the severest penalty 
for aJL He declared the fidelity of the peo­
ple to the Imperial throne was unshaken, and 
The efforts of the terrorist party in this direc­
tion were absolutely abortive. The prisoners 
listened unmoved. Jeliaboff and Kibalt- 
schitisch took notes. The counsel for the 
defence spoke two hours. Jeliaboff also spoke 
in bis own behalf, and was several tupes 
interrupted by the judge. The court asked 
the accused if they had any further defence, 
and they replied fn the negative. The court 
retired for consultation and returned at mid­
night. The twenty-four questions formulated 
fop determination concerning the prisoners’ 
guilt were then read. TKe court again retired 
to consider its verdict, and, after three hours’ 
délibération, they returned with a verdict of 
guilty against all and sentence of death by 
hanging was pronounced. Sophie Ijeffoskya 
sentence will be submitted to the Czar for 
confirmation, because she is of noble birth.

SLIGHTLY MIXED.
A Buftklo Editor's Confused Notions of the 

North-West.
Buffalo, N.Y., April II.—The geograph­

ical and political divisions of North America 
are not thoroughly understood in this vicinity. 
A morning paper, with a view to improve the 
education of the people in this respect, and as 
an item of news, publishes the following :—.

“Canadais becoming much concerned about 
the heavy immigration from there to Mani­
toba and the North-West States. It is spid 
to be heavier now than ever before, and it is 
expected the movement this year will be un­
precedented. Canadians who have been struck 
with the Manitoba fever sell out for what 
they can get, and are off. At the same time 
Canada herself is offering extra inducements

The article doesn’t say in what part of the 
United States Manitoba is located, but from 
the prevalence of cold waves from that sec­
tion, it evidently is supposed to be a part of 
the territory purchased from Russia some 
time shy*.

Attempted Gaol Delivery—Froeen to Death

Wink ip ig, Man., April 8.—An attempt at 

gaol delivery by four desperadoes has been 
foiled by the chief of the Provincial police, 
and three of the (Asrtette are now in cus­
tody. Two of them "had been in prison, and 
had plotted since coming out for the release 
of one of their companions who is yet in the 
gaol for larceny. Dynamite had been 
secretly stored to be used by them, and 
horses provided to facilitate their escape to 
American territory. The telegraph lines 
were also to be destroyed.

The body of James Gafiiford, who has been 
missing since December, and who was re­
ported to have been drowned in the Lake of 
the Woods, near Rat Portage, was found by 
some Indians in the bush near Rabbit Lake, 
four miles north of the town. Tho body was 
brought into the Portage by a dog train. An 
inquest was held by Stipendiary Magistrate 
McCabe.

While looking around the 
market she came ip contact with a couple of 
men, when a conversation took place, which 
ended in a quarrel, land the woman knocked 
and kicked bothi-mea out of time in short 
order. From this she proceeded to one of the 
hotels, and while one Jae. Close was trying to 
make a trade of some kmd in the bar-room, 
she approached, and making her brag of hav­
ing killed several men in Lead ville she tried her 
skill upon Close. Drawing from her pocket a 
revolver she palled the trigger twice, but the 
weapon did ' not go off. Close asked 
the hotel-keeper if the pistol was loaded. 
He replied “no,” and that she had 

it at him several times during the 
and it never went off. The woman then 

snapped the pistol again, when it went off, 
the ball just grating and burning the cheek 
of Close. She then retired and took the 
afternoon train which was about due and 
left for Paisley. A message waa at once sent 
to Paisley for her arrest, and eh* was brought 
back , here on Saturday «easing, when she 
was brought before the mayor, convicted, and 
sent down for trial. Next morning while in 
charge of the constable she asked for a few 
minutes’ leave, which was granted, and she 
left, and has not been heard of since. The 
constables are in hot pursuit after her, but 
have not overhauled her yet. She is a large 
manly-looking woman, with plenty of money, 
and seems to be putting in a 
generally.

ATTEMPTED MURDER.

A Liquor-crazed Man at Fergus Shoots his 
Wife—The Motive for the Crime.

Fergus, April A—This morning our quiet 
village was thrown into a state of great ex­
citement by the report that a man had shot 
his wife, and on making full enquiries it was 
found to be too true. The would-be murderer 
is Andrew Forrester, builder, of 66 Caroline 
street. South Hamilton. He shot his wife 
here with a revolver about nine o’clock this 
morning. The ballet entered the right cheek 
below *e eye, passing inwards and down- 
wardly a distance of between three and four 
inches, and is supposed to be lodged in the 
vicinity of the nose passage. It has not been 
extracted yet, but the woman is likely to re­
cover, unless inflammation or erysipelas 
sets in. Forrester and his wife were 
formerly residents of Fergus. They have 
not got along well, part of their 
troubles having arisen between themselves 
and part between Mrs. Forrester and the 
children of a former wife. They have been 
separated for some time, since which the wife 
and her children have lived here, while the 
husband lived in Hamilton with his first 
wife’s children. Forrester owns some pro­
perty, and his wife having left him because 
of ill-treatment, the Court of Chancery, last 
tail, ordered him to pay her $25 a month, 
which is about one-hall of the rent that he 
draws. This money was not paid, and re­
cently steps were taken to have some of the

per month. He threatened her life repeatedly, 
bat still she refused to either comply with hia 
request or to go and live with him, or to let 
him live here with- her. This morning he 
bought a small revolver, having first priced it 
in the shop, and then borrowed from a friend 
the money with which he paid for it. After 
loading every chamber in the revolver he 
started over to hie wife’s dwelling, and on 
arriving there he told her to get.down on her 
knees and pray, as she had only a few mo­
menta to live. She caught hie hand 
and managed to get the revolver 
from him. She then gave the weapon 
to her sister, Mrs. Peter Atcheson, and told 
hen to run for her life and take it with her. 
Forrester got the revolver from Mrs. Atche­
son and immediately fired at fair wife, who 
was out on the street at the time, the bullet 
taking effect as described- The woman ran 
a short distance, her face covered with blood, 
and turning round a corner sought refuge in 
the residence of A. Taylor, J.P., where she 
hid in the cellar. He, followed after some 
distance behind with the revolver at- full dock 
still in his hand ready, and threatening to 
shoot any person that interfered, but fortu­
nately constable Alpangh came along at tins 
time, sod approaching the rum-crazed maniac 
from.behind, seized and held his arms until 
the revolver was wrenched-from his grasp. 
The would-be murderer was safely lodged in 
the lock-up, and would now give his wife all 
the property he owns in the world to undo 
this morning’s work. The woman is in'a 
favourable condition.

HAMILTON AFFAIRS.
Scott Act Campaign—A Lunatic’s Freaks— 

Shipment of Live Stock to England.
Hamilton, April 8.—Early this morning 

an elderly man giving his name at Pat Tobin, 
and bis late residence with David Felker, of 
Saltfleet. walked into the kitchen of the 
Mayor’s residence, made himself at home, 
and refused to leave until his Worship came 
down and persuaded him to go. His particu­
lar fancy is that some parties are after him, 
and desire to HEfl jto get him into an out of the way 
corner and take bis life. After he left the 
Mayor’s house, the officers were bringing him 
down King street, when he walked out to the 
nnddle of the road, and addressing some im- 
ginary personage cried, “ Come on now if you 
want to kill me : do it out here.” He was 
taken care of and put into safe keeping.

A citizens’ meeting was called by the 
mayor of Dundas last evening to discuss the 
passage of the Scott Act,?and the effect it 
would have on the community at large. 
Speeches were delivered by several of the 
most prominent citizens both in favour of the 
Act and against it. At the close of the meet­
ing the following resolution was almost unani­
mously carried :—Moved by Mr. Barton, 
seconded by Mr. Segue, “ That, in ttfa 
opinion of this meeting, the passing of tb*_ 

’Scott Act in the county of Wentworth, 
especially as it is not likely to pass in the 
city of Hamilton, would not only be a great 
injustice to Dundas, but would also greatly 
injure the cause of true temperance. ”

One of the local evening papers gives very 
full régimes of the speeches delivered at the 
mass meetings last night ; eight and a half 
columns being given to the anti-Scott meet­
ing, at which 8. King Dodds was the princi­
pal speaker : and six and a half columns to 
the Scott Act meeting, at which Prof. Foster 
spoke. This gentleman’s speech is to be re­
produced in pamphlet form for gratuitous 
circulation. Our German citizens held a 
meeting to-night, and passed strong resolu­
tions disapproving of the present Scott Act 
agitation.

Operations of Thieves in New f$ork—Abor- 
- S|on Case at Owen Sound—*- Gang of Pro- 

tended Nihilists.
N*w York, April 8.—A gang of profes­

sional “second storey ” and “French flat” 
thieves, while plundering the mansion of à 
large jewellery and diamond dealer a block 
from the police station last night, were sur­
prised, and after a desperate straggle two 
were captured. The same house was recently 
robbed of $3,000 worth of property. The 
police say the prisoners have been concerned 
in over 100 similar robberies daring the last 
five months, whereby $50,000 worth of jewel­
lery has been stolen.

Owen Sound, April 8.—The trial of Mrs. 
King, the mother of the unfortunate girl who 
died recently from the effects of an attempt 
to procure an abortion, was tried to-day be­
fore the Police Magistrate. A few days ago 
a brother of the unfortunate girl was tried for 
having procured the drug from a druggist in 
Wiarton, when he, in his evidence, " stated 
that his mother had sent him for it, and that 
she had administered it. She was arrested 
and lodged in Owen Sound gaol, and after 
hearing the evidence to-day, she was com­
mitted to stand her trial at the next assizes.

Waverly, Tenn., April 8.—John Wil­
liams, coloured, was hanged this afternoon 
for wife-murder. Suspecting his wife he 
accused her of infidelity, and then deserted 
her. She immediately went to live with her 
paramour, Tom Nelson. This was more than 
Williams could stand, and he called at 
Nelson’s cabin and beseech ed the 
woman to return to him. She 
refused, when ho called again armed with 
a. heavily loaded double-barrelled. shot-gun, 
and threatened to kill her if jüi#4id flpt leave 
Nelson, She refused, and wjjhgut another 
word he discharged both barrels of the gun 
at her, mutilating her person in a shocking 
manner, and killing her instantly. Williams 
then fled, but was captured, but broke gaol. 
After a long search he was recaptured, tried, 
convicted, and sentenced in the early part of 
March. He admitted the murder, but justi­
fied it on the ground of temporary insanity 
produced by his wife’s conduct.

St. Ttomas, April 8.—Four men named 
Green, O’ttien, Hislop, and Lindsay, of To­
ronto, and a man named Walker, of Hamil­
ton, also one Duggan, of St. Thomas, were 
brought before the Police Magistrate to-day 
charged with breaking into White’s clothing 
store here some few weeks ago, and stealing a 
large amount of goods. The four former 
were discharged. Duggan was remanded un­
til Tuesday, and Walker committed to stand 
his trial at theassizes here on the 18th of this 
month.
