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Knowing the great interest taken in all land matters in Manitoba, I append his Report
(see Appendix O), which shows the work pertormed by the Surveyors up to the close of
the year. It also shows that, notwithstanding the delays caused by smoke and fires,
the season’s operations have been very satisfactory.

Tt may be of some interest to add that Mr. McMicken, Land Agent at Winnipeg, has
been furnished with maps of the Townships surveyed, so that he is now prepared to deal
with all parties who may desire to make entries for Jands either by sale, pre-emption or
homestead.
