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Payment of the grant 1o the schools at Metlakahtla, under the Right Rev. Bishop
Ridley and Mr. W. Duncan has been withheld until the unfortunate difficulties ex--
isting at that place are definitely settled.

'he Rev, Mr. Hall, at Alert Bay, bas received a special grant of $150, to aid im.
the maintenance of girls at his boarding school.

Great difficulty has been ex}ierionced in British Columbia, as in other places,of
keeping day schools in successful operation.

The influence of the camp and the inherent attractions of nomadic life, arc much
greater than that of the teacher, and it is most difficult to secure oven the occasional
attendance of a child at the ordinary day school.

The proposal to establish two or three industrial boarding schools in the Pro-
vinoe is tho more desirable and advantageous course to pursae, but the grant allowed
by Parliament for Indian purposes will have to be considerably increased.

Fish, Furs and Oil.

The low price of furs, and the consequent lack of inducement to Indians to em-’
gage in the business of procuring them, has caused a continued falling off in the
amount exported for the last three years. Indians, however, have been afforded
more profitable employment in other industrics, and there can be little doubt that
the fur trade has had its best day in British Columbia.

The quantity of fish oil put up by the patives, is also much less.

The canning of fish being an important industry of the Province, in which
Indians take a prominent part, it may not be out of place to include tho amount ex-

ported with that of furs and oil, which has been kindly furnished mo by the officer
in chargo of Her Majesty’s Customs:—
