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The University of New
Brunswick has presented a bill
for nearly $10,000 to Campus
Services Ltd., the commercial
arm of the Student’s Represen-
tative Council.

The university has threaten-
ed legal action if the ar-
rangments are not made for
payment of the bill.

The bill of $9662.50 is for li-
quor, room rental and Campus
Police Services for CSL spon-
sored pubs (about $4500) and
for photocopying supplies
(about $5000) datinLﬁom last

May.

Mr. Spurles, Vice-President
of Services for the SRC, said
that he was aware of the debt
was part of an estimated
$11,000 which is owed by
CSL.

This debt could be higher if
CSL loses a $63,000 lawsuit
launched by Travel Place.

Spurles said a combination
of poor management and hav-
ing the CSL store closed down
by the administration in
December contributed to the
huge debt.

In March of 1985 engineer-
ing students from across
Canada will be meeting at the
University of Waterloo for the
first ever Canadian Engineer-
ing Design Competition. The
students will be competing in
four categories: En-
trepreneurial design, Cor-
porate design, Explanatory
communications and Editorial
communications for a total of
fourteen thousand dollars in
prizes.

The competition’s purpose is
to provide undergraduate
engineering students from
across Canada with the oppor-
tunity to overcome real world
problems with sound engineer-
ing design. The competition
provides this through a com-
petitive forum in which par-
ticipants develop engineering
designs and professional pre-
sent and communicate various
aspects of their designs to an
audience.

The first competition of this
kind was the Ontario
Engineering Design Competi-
tion (OEDC) and was founded
in 1980 by Diane Neil of
Queen’s University. The struc-
ture of the OEDC is identical
to that of the Canadian
Engineering Design Competi-
tion. After the foundation of
OEDC, three other competi-
tions based on similar struc-
tures have emerged in Quebec,
Atlantic and Western Canada.
The top two competitors from
each of the four aforemention-
ed categories from each of the
four regions will meet in
Waterloo on the weekend of
March 22nd for the Canadian
Engineering Design Competi-
tion.
