Union Carbide
and CIL Awards 1958 Rhodes Scholarship

UNION CARBIDE SCHOLAR­
SHIPS totalling $9,000 have been 
awarded to 18 univérsity students 
in the Atlantic Provinces for this 
school year.

Sponsored by Union Carbide 
Canada Limited, the scholarships 
are valued at $500 a year for the 
duration of the student’s academic 
course. According to company presi­
dent, A. A. Cummings, “the pur­
pose of these scholarships is to en­
courage and assist toward success­
ful business and industrial careers 
those able and deserving students 
who otherwise might not have the 
opportunity for a higher educa­
tion.”

This year's award winners at Dal­
housie are: Sheila Ell man, Freder­
icton; H. G. Fraser, St. John’s; and 
Ian D. Gay and Roger W. Doyle, 
Halifax. Miss Ellman and Mr. Doyle 
are enrolled in Arts; Mr. Fraser 
in Commerce; and Mr. Gay in 
Science.

Union Carbide Canada Limited 
started this Scholarships plan four 
years ago, and today 60 under­
graduate scholars are attending 
universities across Canada. The sel­
ection of the candidates and the 
administration of the plan is en­
tirely by the universities.

These undergraduate scholarships 
form part of Union Carbide’s Schol­
arships and Research Fellowships 
program, which amounts to more 
than $50,000 annually.

Thomas P. Forrest of Florence, 
Nova Scotia and a postgraduate stu­
dent at Dalhousie University, has 
been awarded a C-I-L FELLOW­
SHIP. The award, value at $1,200, 
is part of the company’s contribu­
tion to education which averages 
over $100,000 each year.

Mr. Forrest received a Bachelor 
of Science degree from Mount Alli­
son University, in 1957 and is 
rently studying for his Master’s at 
Dalhousie.

The award was one of seventeen 
chemical research fellowships of­
fered to students in universities 
across the country.

John Keyston, a post graduate student at Dalhousie, has 
been announced as the 1958 Rhodes Scholar from Nova Scotia 
by Prof. W. R. Lederman of the Dalhousie Law School, Chair­
man of the Selection committee.
