West Indies, Isreal and Sweden.
About 650 Canadian students
have met at these seminars with
‘an equal number of their coun-
|terparts from other countries.

end seminar on the problems of

foreign students at Canadian umi-

versities. Students from twelve
universities in the Atlantic pro-
vinces will attend the seminar.

Treasure Van helps finance the
work of W.U.S.C., as well as pro-
viding a market for foreign crafts-
men and interesting Canadians in
other countries.
