Another contentious issue which 
surfaced during the tribunal was the 
dispute over exactly how many pos­
ters were put up. Doug Atkinson, a

witness of Shibou’s, told the Tribu­
nal that only 25 posters were put up.
Fusca contended that the posters 
were very prevalent around campus, 
thus swaying voters, and there were 
also far more than 25 posters put up 
by the Shibou camp.

Julian Dixon, another member of 
the Shibou campaign who was put­
ting up posters, said that she had put

payment for her legal fees, a grade 4 
level job in the University, and a 
written apology whose precise con­
tents were subject to negotiation.
