After tho Chicf Commissioncr of the British Delegation hed
rocd replics (distributed seperately) to questions csked by the
Americen and Chinese Delegations during the last sitting, Dr.
RBssler moved that the resolution to be submitted to the Commission
should firsi be discussed by a Comnittee, in order that unnecess-
ary debate might be avoided. The T.¢. ilon. Sir Cecil €@lecmentl
Smith thought ihat the resolution should go to a Committee afler,
and not before, they hadé been submitted to the Commigssion. This

view was sleo e mressod by the Chief Commissioner for France.

On Dr. N8ssler's proposivion being put to the House it was
lost by 6 voueg to 5.

7he Chaoir then amnounced that Resoluuvions would be taken

in alphebetical order, i.e., in the order of the various Delego-

tions as given on the ofiicigl list.

Dr. Hamidton Tright rose to present the American Tesoltuions.
His full statement and remarks will be embodied in the printed 5
Minutes. H.7., Monsieur Miysok: enquired of the Chair if each §
Delegation wonld be at libertiy to introduce any resolution at any 5

time during the proceedings until the final vote on all the
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Resolutions as taken. The Prégident said that it was for the

House vo deeide whether it was preferable to take up the individ-

ual resolutions vhich had already been presenved, or to receive
others that might be in hand, ond to discuss them all seriatim.
He mnderstood that the Chinese and Heiherlands Delegations were
prepared Lo preseni resolutions to the House. IlIr T'ang Kuo-2n
stoted thav the Chinese Resolutions were not quite ready for

distribution. The Tt. Hon, Sir Cecil Clementi Smith suggested

that the Houce shounld proceed Lo cousider the Hesolutions presented

by the Americon Deleogavion, and his proposal as accepued.
Dr., Inaigdton 'ri h¥, having moved the adopvion of the first
American Tesolution, the Chief Commisgioner of the British Deloga-

tion addressed the House, (His remarks will be printed verbatim
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
