His Emin-
ence says that nothing couid be more

LECIURE BY REV. FATHER DRUM-
MOND, 8. J.—A CROWDED AUDI-
ENCE rO0 HEAR THE NOTED JES3-
ULT,

clety of Jesus, lectured on “Liberty” in St.
Patrick’s Church lazt evening. Long before
the hour named for the commencement of
the lectuze all the pews, as well as extra
seats placed In the eafsles and within
the sanctuary, were fi led, and many who
bad uot iaken the precaution of securlng
tickets In advance were unable to galn
sdmittacce. Amongst those prezent were
Hi: Grace Archblshop Duhamel, accom.-
psaled by Canou Foley and Rev. Father
McG svern, Rev. Father McGucken, presl-
dent of the Uafverslty of Ottawa, and
several of the Oblate Fathers, & number
of Oaristlan Berothers, and many of Ot.
tawa’s leading citizens of various denom
inations, While awaiting the lecture the
audlence were entertalned with a selection
on the organ by the organist, Mr. Smythe,

Prec's:ly at half past seven the distin
guished Jesult entered the pulpit. He
commmenced by saylng that the lecture he
waa nbout to dellver was in ald of that
deserving lnstitution, the St. Patrick’s
Asylam, auzd wae intended as a prelude to
the brzanr in aid of the same object,
wiich will be held durlug the week in
Hyrmony Hull, and where cultable enter-
teizmsuis will be provided each eveutig.

Uuming to the subj:ct matter of the
lceiure, he eaid he propoeed to speak on
Liberty—polftical, religione, social and
moral. This, ke sald, was n most appro-
priare time for such & eubjecct, when the
hundreth anniversaries of two important
events were belug celebrated : the French
Revolution of 1789, aud the Inauguration
of the First American President, When
firet it was proposed to erect

in New York harbor, the American
humoriet, Mark Twain, remarked that it
was usual to erect monuments to the dead,
but as Liberty was etill living be failed to
800 the prop:lety of the proposed statue.
Ltberty 1s very much ailve, and asserts
fweif very forclbly ; but many use the
word who do not know even its meaning,
and while they think they have the reality
they have ouly a counterfeit. He wished
to set aside a false idea very prevalent
now-2-days, that there s no liberty where-
over the people ars mot sovereign, Al-
though a British subjsct he would not say
that British Institutions were those best
suited to all other peoples, If you thrust
them on others, disorder s sure t) pre
vail. This was the mistake of the French
Revolution, Before that event liberty
was greater than now, The revolution
changed liberty Into license. All know
the cause, but all may not know that the
effects remain to thizday. To-day's priests
and nuns are being persecuted because
they deslre to educate youth according to
the wishes of thirty millions out of a
population of thirty-six milllons, After
a hundred years this wae the result, The
national debt had trebled within thirty
years, and France, oue of the richest
countries, is now la a state of bankruptey.
Mexico furnished another sample, hen
speaking of popular governments & man

may not be coneldered a political heretic
for saylng that the people are. not

sapreme. In sbsoiote governments, in
former times, one man ruled, butheunled
by the volce of the people as expressed
throvgh the corporations, such ws the
bavkers, the butcners, ete. Tnoese bodies
represented the grievences of the people
to the Pilnea Bishop, and they were
quickly rectified. No ane eonld bave a
higher admiration for George Washivgton
than tbe spenker ; ho also had a grest ad
miratlon for the Amerlean prople—nnd he
had some expe fence pmong:t them—but
still be had to eay that the result of thelr
form of popular government wna not as
satisfactory as sonld be wished, Who had
pot heard of the “rings” avd “combines”
which virtaallv ruled that country 1 In

TOO MUCH FALSE LIBERTY.
He instanced the laxity allowed in the
practice of liberal professions ; law acd
medicine ; no such laws as were insfated on
in Caneda were there enforced; no pre-
liminary stady ; no examinatione were re
quired thexe ; here one feels that & lawyer
fs ot a pediar in law, nor a physician
holding a diploma a quack, In the British
Ewmpire there s & counterpoisz, and
although there may be defects, still we
have every right to feel thankful for the
Iiberty enjoyed. As to religlous liberty,
bow can there be such when a man is
sought to be prevented from practising bls
religion ae he thinks fit ? He, the speaker,
belonged to a Church with a long
bistorical record ; a Church which gave
to the peoples thelr first councils
snd  which bad  wrung  Magoa
Obarta from the Soverelgn ; which gave
to Germany her free citles, and spread
throughout the world a true lberty. In
the fitteenth century, after the luveution
of printing, liberty prevailed, After the
reformation who was a greater tyrant than
James 1.? Toe Jesuit Suarez was a
champlon of true liberty, and therefore
he, the lecturer, himeelf a Jesuit, had s
right to epeak. He was a native of the
Province of Quebec, and in some cases
districts sometimes elected, as thelr repre-
sentatives in Parliament, men who were
almost the only Protestants in their re.
spective localitiea, By way of contrast,
the lecturer gave a graphic account of hls
own recent experiences at Plum Creek,
about twenty five miles sonth of Brandon,
in the nelghboring Province of Manitoba,
where he was invited to lecture. The.e
a gang of men rushed into the hall, took
full poseeecion of it, and would only allow
the lecture to proceed on condition that
they should appoiut e chairman in place
of the R:eve—a Pretestant by the way,
and to whom the lecturer pald a tribute
for his maniy conduct—and that they
should have the right to dictate what the
lecturer should say end what he should
pot. This wee really iberty misunderstood
on the part of those men. Proceedlog to
epesk on eoctal liberty he promiscd that
goliiiul liberty was where law governed.

Without wiehing to thruet
h!s 1deas on thoee of his teparated brethren
who might be listening to him, he would
say that for nis part there was one lufal.
lible authorlty, Leo XIIL, In his
Encycllcal letter, had well-defined human
liberty. Why will not menapply to relig
fous matters the same rule that they apply
to others? A stranger In & clty requires
a map or a guide to lead bim to his
destination, otherwise he will flounder in
the darkne:s and the mud of the streets,
Divorce, another phase of “liberty,” was,
in his estimation, & stcp backward into
savagery, and he, for one, would never
submit to such tyranny. A certaln sys
tem of philotophy had been iatroduced
rome years ago by a learned priest in Italy.
The Jesuits tought it consclenticusly, and
at length when it was fally examined at
Rome it was found to be contrary both to
true philosophy and to the teachinge of
the Church. Moral liberty {s that which
belongs to every man, it exlsts In
their souls, and 1t {s thelr peroga
tive to ue It In & reasonable manuer.
He cited an {desl case in philosophy of a
donkey placed hetween two bundles of
hay ; msn was placed between two objects,
the good and the bad. He has the power
to comm't olp, but when that power ls
exercised it becomes an abuse ; the com
misslon of sln la no proof of real liberty.

A higher
freedom existed In the case of our
firet parents. Higher, still, a true freedom
exists In that celestial abode which all
hope to resch, and where milllons upon
miillons of souls enjoy true liberty.
There, in the blessed impoesibility of sin
in thought, word or deed, they, indeed
enjoy true freedom, true liberty. Of all
these blessed splrite the highest is the
Maker of them all, He cannot know
other than the truth, “In truth you shall
be truly free.”
